Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Ralph Rice at 7:11p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Rick Isaacson, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Chairman Rice.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  Sergeant Bill Mattke, Racine County Sheriff’s Office, presented the Town of Burlington January 2012 Activity Report.  He also commented that the communication between the Sheriff’s Department and Chief Sevick has been working well.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from January 26, 2012:  Lang made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from January 26, 2012; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.

Approval of Planning & Zoning Committee recommendation:  P&Z recommended approval of the conceptual plan for a golf facility for owner JGM Investments, P.O. Box 13024, Burlington; petitioners Matt Sullivan and Kenneth Klement; parcel #’s 002-02-19-15-002-020 and 002-02-19-16-001-020.
Lang made a motion to approve the Planning & Zoning recommendation; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Bills as of February 23, 2012: Boehm made a motion to approve $3,132,836.97 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Isaacson seconded. Motion carried.

Approve January 2012 Financials:  Financials were not ready at the time of the meeting.
2012 Road Work:  A tentative five year plan for road work was given to the board by Goldschmidt and Baumeister.  The road work to be bid on for 2012 is as follows: Grind/binder for Schaal Road, Murphy Avenue and Landre Court; and topping for Plank Road, River Knoll Street, Isabel Lane, and Carlin Court.  Lang made a motion to go out for bids for the above mentioned 2012 Road Work; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.

Purchase one ton truck:  There will be enough money in the truck fund in 2013 to replace the 1996 snowplow truck.  However, after numerous repairs, the 1997 one ton highway truck should be replaced now.  A cost estimate for such a vehicle would be around $55,000.00.  The money would be available through a budget resolution moving money out of the undesignated fund to the general fund.  Since the general fund received money in 2010 and 2011 from FEMA and county aid thanks to work done by the Highway Department, the transfer of funds for a highway truck should be justified.  Goldschmidt would like to receive quotes including with and without a trade-in; gas and diesel; and a stainless steel box.

Lang made a motion to seek bids for a one ton truck not to exceed $55,000.  After some clarification that the board would not be approving the purchase, just going out for bids at this time, Lang retracted his motion.

Fettes made a motion to receive quotes for a one ton highway truck, wordage for the specs to be determined by Administrator Baumeister and Highway Superintendent Goldschmidt; Isaacson seconded.  Lang opposed.  Motion carried.        
Approval of Budget Resolution No. 2011-8 to transfer a total of $60,000.00 from various General Government budgets to #521040 Racine County Police Contract; and $7,000.00 to #571400 Capital Outlay – General Bldg:  Lang made a motion to approve Budget Resolution No. 2011-8; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried. 

Motion to Enter into Closed Session for the purpose of discussing Police Department personnel per Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(1)(c)  Considering employment, promotion,
compensation, or performance evaluation data of any employee over which the
government body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility:  Fettes made a motion to Enter into Closed Session at 7:25 p.m.; Isaacson seconded.  Roll call vote was unanimous.
Motion to Enter into Open Session: Lang made a motion to Enter into Open Session at 7:54 p.m.; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.

Adjourn:  Lang made a motion to adjourn at 7:55 p.m.; Isaacson seconded. Motion carried.
