Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Ralph Rice at 6:33 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Rick Isaacson, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from February 23, 2012:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from February 23, 2012; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; Police Commission; and Chamber of Commerce: 
Isaacson attended a Town of Burlington Municipal Court session in February and observed new court clerk Carrie Oldenburg.

Baumeister has been working with Western Racine County communities on animal control.  They are attempting to make legislation changes and will be meeting again at the end of March.

Rice reported for the Highway Department that road bids have been published/posted and are due April 5, 2012 at 12:00 p.m.; Goldschmidt has the specs for the one ton truck quotes; and the Highway Department has been cleaning up brush after our storm last Friday.

Twardosz has been receiving questions from residents about increases in their insurance rates due to changes in the flood plains.  These are required changes to the FEMA maps.  Twardosz also wanted to remind everyone that storm season is starting.  There will be storm spotter classes again this year.

Chief Sevick presented the February 2012 Racine County Sheriff’s Office Activity Report for the town.  Sevick indicated that we received $3891.00 for the sale of a police car.
Assistant Chief Tom Riggs reported that the Fire Department went out on 6 calls in January and 4 calls in February.  The bowling fundraiser last weekend raised approximately $2800.00.  There was a larger turnout than expected.

Chamber of Commerce did not send a representative.

Update from Steve Tilistyak on house moved to 246 Teut Road; and request for changes to original exterior plans:  Tilistyak was not present.  Discussion followed.  There appears to be a misunderstanding on the existing garage remaining.  The existing garage will remain behind the new garage.  The consensus of the board was that if the brick is the existing brick that was on the garage before it was moved, then it would be fine to put it on the front of the new garage and side the remaining sides of the house and garage.  Tilistyak will be asked to come to the March 22, 2012 Town Board Meeting for an update on his progress.

Bills as of March 8, 2012: Lang made a motion to approve $86,275.91 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Isaacson seconded. Motion carried.
