March 22, 2012

Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Ralph Rice at 6:56 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Rick Isaacson, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Chairman Rice.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  There were none.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from March 8, 2012:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from March 8, 2012; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.

Old Business:

a.  Update from Steve Tilistyak on house moved to 246 Teut Road; and request for  changes to original exterior plans: The changes Tilistyak wants to make are: (1) an overhead garage door in the rear of the new garage, so vehicles can go from the new garage to the existing garage; and (2) using the salvaged brick from the old attached garage on the front of the new garage and using siding on the remaining surfaces.  The consensus of the board was that these changes would be acceptable.
The board was also concerned about the lack of progress.  The first deadline to move the house, and set the house on the completed foundation is met.  By May 1, 2012 sewer, water, gas and electric must be installed.  Site restoration and a general clean-up must also be done by May 1, 2012, (memo from November 4, 2011 outlining these deadlines is attached).  It was suggested that the exterior clean-up take priority in order to be a ‘good neighbor’.

Noel Showers, 228 S. Teut Road, echoed the ‘good neighbor’ sentiment since he lives next door.  Showers just wants to know when this property will finally be done and cleaned up.  He indicated this has been going on long enough.

Phil Peterson, 1322 S. Teut Road, is still under the impression that his P&Z motion of November 10, 2011 included removing the existing garage, (approved November 10, 2011 P&Z and town board meeting minutes are attached).  Baumeister  pointed out that once the town allowed a house to be moved to 246 Teut Road, the county did not have a problem allowing the existing garage to remain.

Viki Peterson, 1322 S. Teut Road, commented that this project should never have been allowed in the first place.  Tilistyak has never been a ‘good neighbor’ and his track record over the years with this property proves that.  

Approval of Planning & Zoning Committee recommendation:  P&Z recommended approval of the Land Division for Tom McDowell, 6925 Shagbark Lane, Burlington; parcel #002-02-19-12-009-040 based on the recommendation of Tim Lynch, Engineer.
Lang made a motion to approve the Planning & Zoning recommendation; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Bills as of March 22, 2012: Lang made a motion to approve $66,346.06 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Boehm seconded. Motion carried.

Approve February 2012 Financials:  Isaacson made a motion to approve the February 2012 Financials; Fettes seconded.  Lang abstained.  Motion carried.
Annual Report by Western Racine County Health:  Cheryl Mazmanian, Director/Health Officer, and Lindsay Anderson, RN, were present to discuss the 2011 Annual Report.  One of the things they touched on was prevention being a key function of the health department.  Vaccination and blood pressure clinics, wellness checks, blood sugar screenings, and low cost foot care are all preventive measures offered.  Containing any outbreaks is also an essential part of the health department.  There were four different food-borne outbreaks in 2011.  A total of $288,036.00 grant dollars were obtained in 2011.
Approval to purchase one ton truck:  This truck will replace the 1997 Chevrolet.  Fettes made a motion to purchase a one ton truck from Miller Motors; purchase price not to exceed $60,000 which will come from reserves; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Approve Ordinance No. 2.04.150 to Extend Town Officer Terms in Response to Election Law Changes:  Boehm made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 2.04.150; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Approval for Paul L. Kramer Trust to create a one acre parcel from parcel #002-03-19-30-001-001, (80.070 acres total).  The proposed one acre parcel contains a cemetery and would be donated to the Burlington Historical Society:  Dennis Tully was present to answer any questions.  Fettes made a motion to approve creating the cemetery parcel for donation to the Historical Society; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.  
Adjourn:  Lang made a motion to adjourn at 7:44 p.m.; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.
