Town Meeting

Meeting called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Chairman Rice.
Chairman Rice, Administrator Baumeister; Supervisors Tyson Fettes, Rick Isaacson, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang; Fire Chief Ed Umnus;  residents Barbara Ruud, and Mary Rice; and a reporter were present.

Approval of Annual Town Meeting minutes from April 12, 2011; and Special Town Meeting minutes from November 29, 2011:  Boehm made a motion to approve the Annual Town Meeting minutes from April 12, 2011; and Special Town Meeting minutes from November 29, 2011; Lang seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Financial Report for 2011:  Chairman Rice pointed out a few items from last year’s budget in which we only had $20,000 left at the end of the year.  One of the tightest budgets Rice could remember.

Building permits showed a $26,000 shortfall from the amount budgeted.  There

            were six new houses built.  However, three were teardowns and rebuilds.


Court fines budget was met for the first time.


Interest again last year showed a shortfall of $6,000 from the $9,000 budgeted.


Recall elections last year and again this year cause extra expense which is hard to

            budget for.
Chairman’s Review:  Some of the past year’s highlights included:
   
Blacktop for South Honey Lake Road, Spring Prairie Road, Mormon Road,

            Belaire Drive, Linden Court, Bieneman Road, and Hoosier Creek Road totaling

            2.78 miles.  Seal coat for Country View Lane, Womack Lane, and Mt. Tom Road

            totaling 4.16 miles. 

Energy audit on buildings resulted in new lights in the Highway Department; 
            windows and brick work for the town hall.

Preventative maintenance on the heating and air conditioning continues to be 

            done biannually.

Contracting with the Racine County Sheriff for police services last year is

            working well.  The town officers received their sick time, vacation time, and 

            comp time paid out to them which was not budgeted for.

Fettes and Lang thanked Chairman Rice for his effort.  Chairman Rice in turn thanked the board, all employees and volunteers for a great team effort as always.

Chairman Rice asked if there were any questions/concerns about the Town of Burlington 2011 Budget Review.   

Barbara Ruud, 33900 Lagoon Drive, indicated that she could not criticize the work the town board has done in budgeting the funds available to them.  She did question the need for a full time Police Chief now that the town has contracted with the county and does not have an in-house police department.  The board agreed that the chief has been busy and is now patrolling the town more.  The board also felt that it was important to keep the chief as a liaison because they did not want to completely dissolve town police services in house.
Any and all other business that may legally come before this annual meeting: 
Barbara Ruud, 33900 Lagoon Drive, suggested that the town board be decreased from five members to three members.
