Minutes
April 12, 2012
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Ralph Rice at 6:32 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Rick Isaacson, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from March 22, 2012:  Lang made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from March 22, 2012; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.

Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Rice and Isaacson attended BOR training at a WTA Meeting March 17, 2012.

Boehm commented that the owners of the house that sustained water damage on Lakeshore Drive next to her have begun interior repairs.
Baumeister brought to the attention of the board two comprehensive land use amendments in the City of Burlington.  The designation of a parcel on State Street is changing from commercial to high density residential and a parcel on Jefferson Street is changing from medium density residential to commercial.

Twardosz indicated next week is Severe Weather Awareness Week.  There will be a Tornado Awareness Spotter Seminar at CATI April 17, 2012 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.; and a drill at the EOC on Wisconsin Avenue, Racine April 19, 2012 from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m.  
Don’t forget Clean Sweep April 28, 2012 from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. at the Burlington Public Works Facility, 2200 S. Pine Street, Burlington.
Chief Umnus indicated the Fire Department went out on 5 calls last month.
Chamber of Commerce did not send a representative.

Bills as of April 12, 2012: Lang made a motion to approve $104,152.89 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Isaacson seconded. Motion carried.

Approval of Marilyn Rottel, Marlene Scherrer, and Elizabeth Jacob as Election Inspectors term ending December 31, 2013:  Boehm made a motion to approve Marilyn Rottel, Marlene Scherrer, and Elizabeth Jacob as Election Inspectors term ending December 31, 2013; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Police Clerk hours:  Baumeister indicated that Chief Sevick’s recommendation would be to change the position of Police Clerk from full time to part time and limit hours to a minimum of 10 hours and a maximum of 20 hours per week.  Lang made a motion to change the position of Police Clerk from full time to part time; Boehm seconded.  Fettes asked that the motion be amended to include hours worked per week. Lang amended the motion to change the position of Police Clerk from full time to part time and limit hours to a maximum of 20 hours per week; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.

Animal Control including Clawz and Pawz presentation: Since Countryside Humane Society decided to not provide animal control services as of January 1, 2013, Baumeister has been checking into alternatives as have other communities.  Robert and Melissa Melby from Clawz and Pawz in Union Grove were present to discuss what services they could provide.  Robert Melby has been a Humane Officer for the City of Kenosha for 10 years.  They could tailor their services to the town’s needs.  For example they could be on call for animal pick-up and transporting.  The town is not obligated statutorily to do any sort of animal control.  Racine County Sheriff’s Department will not pick up dogs unless they are a threat and need to be removed.  For all other instances such as dogs running at large or neglect/abuse, the animal needs to be detained for seven days and an attempt made to find the owner.  Who would initially investigate and pick up the animal if need be?  Where would the animal be detained for the initial 7 days?  After 7 days who would transport the dog to another facility such as Countryside, (this would need to be negotiated by the board), or Safe Harbor in Kenosha, (space may be limited).  As a private company Clawz and Pawz could supply better service at potentially less cost.  Baumeister will proceed from here and see if she can pin down some more details/costs.

SMI Preventative Maintenance Contract for 2012:  Fettes made a motion to approve the SMI Preventative Maintenance Contract for 2012; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Holding Tank Contract for property at 35114 Chestnut Street:  This home is bank owned and they will be refurbishing it.  It was determined that because of the old septic field, well setback and 100 year flood plain a holding tank is the only alternative.  Lang made a motion to approve the Holding Tank Contract for property at 35114 Chestnut Street; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
