Minutes
May 10, 2012
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:31 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  Rick Isaacson was absent.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from April 26, 2012:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from April 26, 2012; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Rice attended a Heads of Government Meeting April 30, 2012.  Topics of discussion were animal control, community newsletters, and the added election expenses this year due to the recall.  
On May 16, 2012 at 4:30 p.m. the Racine County Economic Development Corporation will be meeting at the Veterans Terrace in Burlington.  This meeting is normally held in Racine, but if there are enough people in attendance at the Burlington meeting, they will alternate meeting locations in the future.   Rice was notified that the town, along with 58 other municipalities in the state, has been chosen to receive a TRIP D grant for 50% funding for our project on Karcher Road.
Rice, Boehm and Lang attended the WTA meeting May 9, 2012.  The next WTA meeting will be hosted by the town on August 7, 2012. 

Fettes thanked Administrator Baumeister for all her hard work that helped make the Clean Sweep April 28, 2012 so successful. 
Boehm commented that the keynote speaker at the WTA meeting, Rick Stadelman, was very informative.  There were also several legislatures present.
Lang indicated that Stadelman talked about website requirements, and the ability of towns to now fight annexations.  
Residents, concerned about the speed of traffic on Fish Hatchery Road, want the issue placed on a future board meeting agenda for discussion.

Chief Sevick indicated that the county would like to know how many cars will be in service next year.
Highway Foreman Goldschmidt summarized what the department has been doing in March and April: 

1)  Approximately 300 tons of gravel was used for shouldering in the lake areas.
2)  Outlying roads were re-shouldered with the grader.

3)  3000 pounds of patch was used to fill potholes and fixed road edges where needed.

4)  Brush was cut in the lakes areas which yielded approximately 25 loads of chips.

5)  Weed spraying has been started.

6)  Roadside cutting will begin next week.
Chief Umnus indicated the Fire Department went out on 7 calls last month, two of which were mutual aid.
Chamber of Commerce representative Judy Braatz reminded everyone about the Hope Walk on May 12, 2012; Sidewalk Days July 27 and 28, 2012; and a networking session.
Bills as of May 10, 2012: Lang made a motion to approve $74,103.23 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Burlington Auto Clinic bill for $256.77 which was to be split between Emergency Government and Marine Division will be approved with the prepaids on May 24, 2012; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.

Extension requested from Steve Tilistyak to complete work on house moved to 246 Teut Road: Lang read into the record the attached e-mail from Noel and Nita Showers, 228 S. Teut Road, dated April 10, 2012 because they were not be able to attend tonight’s meeting.
Rice went through the list of projects to be completed by Tilistyak by May 29, 2012, (see letter attached from Tilistyak dated April 29, 2012).  Daams, Town of Burlington Building Inspector, indicated that one thing not on the list that is crucial is fire proofing between the new garage and house.
Viki View Peterson, 1322 S. Teut Road, is still under the impression the existing garage was to be removed.  She also commented that the board is not protecting the town residents as they should be, just Tilistyak.

Showers’ were able to attend the meeting after all, and Noel commented that they were pleased with the progress Tilistyak has made.  The board should not get hung up on whether the existing garage was to be torn down or not.  Showers just hopes that the town board makes sure the existing garage is not used as a commercial business and that the town keep Tilistyak’s $25,000 cash deposit until an occupancy permit is given.
Lang made a motion that the town retains Tilistyak’s $25,000 cash deposit until the town board deems the project complete; Boehm seconded.  Discussion followed by Fettes about tying the motion into the satisfaction of the town engineer’s recommendations in his memo dated November 4, 2011, (see attached).

Lang amended his motion that the town retains Tilistyak’s $25,000 cash deposit until the town board deems the project complete, to include receiving notification from Tim Lynch, Town of Burlington Engineer, that the recommendations in his memo dated November 4, 2011 have been satisfied; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.  Tilistyak’s progress will be reviewed at the May 24, 2012 board meeting.   
Approval of Jose O. Velazquez as agent for Capris, 7305 McHenry Street:  Lang and the board wanted to make sure Velazquez was aware of the noise complaints in the past.  Velazquez indicated he would do his best to control the noise.  Boehm made a motion to approve Jose O. Velazquez as agent for Capris, 7305 McHenry Street; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Request to change Ordinance 10.16 regarding operating ATV’s:  Greg Gosch, 3017 Circle Drive; and Justin Miller, 3009 Martin Terrace, were present to discuss changing Ordinance 10.16 to allow the use of ATV’s on town roads/certain routes to go from your residence to the lakes to go ice fishing.  He has a petition containing 100+ signatures.  Lang requested that the board not make a decision tonight.  Act 208, which takes effect July 2012, involves changes to ATV laws.  Chief Sevick is against allowing ATV’s on town roads, (see his attached letter).  He went on to explain Act 208 and the existing laws.   The board will research this further.
Adjourn:  Lang made a motion to adjourn at 8:00 p.m.; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.
