Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 5:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  Tyson Fettes was absent.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Old Business:

a. Approval of Planning & Zoning recommendation from May 24, 2012 to sign Memorandum of Understanding for STH11 Access Management Vision:  The DOT had presented the STH11 Access Management Vision to the town on May 24, 2012.  The board had further questions and did not sign the Memorandum of Understanding at that time.  So Rice thanked the DOT for coming back to answer questions regarding the agricultural land along Hwy. 11.  Discussion followed on the ‘leeriness’ of the board to sign MOU because of concern that the DOT might use the MOU to build roads through farmland which the town does not want.  The DOT explained that the idea behind these plans is to communicate and educate.  The town can then use these ideas for any development that might occur and the town could let the DOT know in the early stages of the proposed development.  The board made it clear that the town wants the land use plan as it is with no development in rural areas.  The board does not want roads proposed in the DOT plan.  Further, the town will draft a paragraph to add to the DOT plan.  
Lang made a motion to deny approval of Planning & Zoning recommendation from May 24, 2012 to sign Memorandum of Understanding for STH11 Access Management Vision; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
