Minutes
June 14, 2012
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments.
Presentation by Racine County Human Services about new county transport:  Sarah Brossert presented information on Racine County Link transport system which started June 1, 2012.  This is an affordable shuttle that the general public can utilize to get to shopping, appointments, the Racine County Service Center or other locations across the county.  There is pick up and drop off anywhere along the set route, or you can call in advance for deviations from the route.

Boy Scout Troop seeking approval for flag raising ceremony at town hall July 4, 2012:  Fettes made a motion to approve the flag raising ceremony at town hall July 4, 2012 as in previous years; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.

Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from May 24, 2012; and Board of Review Meetings from May 24, 2012 and June 6, 2012:  Lang made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from May 24, 2012; and Board of Review Meetings from May 24, 2012 and June 6, 2012; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.

Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Isaacson reported that he, Lang and Fettes attended the Browns Lake Advisory Committee Meeting.  Isaacson was impressed with the passion the committee has for keeping the lake pristine.
Boehm indicated that Baxter and Woodman were testing the inlet depth at Bohners lake.  This has to be done before dredging of the inlet can be done.

Lang has received concerns from residents about the speed limits on town and county roads.  He asked that this be put on a future agenda for review/discussion.

Twardosz is talking to BASD about the use of their radio station at the high school during emergency situations.  When Twardosz has an agreement worked out, he will bring it back to the board.

Police Chief Sevick handed out the Racine County Sheriff’s Department monthly activity report.  If anyone has questions, please contact Chief Sevick and he will pass them along to the county.
Marine Chief Kelter is training the new officers.  He also attended both Browns Lake and Bohners Lake Advisory/Management Committee Meetings.  He addressed concerns about coverage.  Venetian Night is July 7, 2012, (rain date July 8, 2012), and he will have patrols on Browns Lake.
Fire Chief Umnus reported that the department went out on 12 calls in May.  Year to date last year the fire department went out on 34 calls and this year to date they went out on 40 calls so far.  The Annual Pancake Breakfast will be August 5, 2012.  The department has potentially four new members.  The department is working on an equipment truck project. 
Bills as of June 14, 2012: Lang made a motion to approve $110,449.02 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Boehm seconded. Motion carried.

Old Business:

a. Review of progress made by Tilistayk at house move site 246 S. Teut Road:  Rice indicated the house was to be finished on May 1, 2012.  Initially the board allowed Tilistyak to continue working because there was progress.  That is not the case any longer.  Barb Bakshis, Fox River Bank, also spoke to the issue.  Although this is between the town and the homeowner, the bank holds the mortgage on this property so they have a vested interest in seeing this house is completed.
Lang made a motion that if there is no occupancy permit given by July 8, 2012, on July 9, 2012 the town will exercise its authority to raze the house using the deposit; Isaacson seconded.  Lang voted in favor; Isaacson, Fettes, Boehm, and Rice opposed.  Motion denied.
 
      Isaacson made a motion to give Tilistyak until July 8, 2012 to get an occupancy permit and

                  get general property restoration finished; on July 9, 2012 whatever is not finished, the town

                  will work in conjunction with Fox River State Bank to contract for finalization of this

                  project, releasing funds as they relate to the property restoration; Fettes seconded.  Lang

                  voted against; Isaacson, Fettes, Boehm, and Rice voted in favor.  Motion carried.

Reappoint Town Clerk Adelheid Streif for three year term:  Boehm made a motion to reappoint Town Clerk Adelheid Streif for three year term; Isaacson seconded.  Fettes raised the issue of a three year appointment and if changes could be made during the term.  This was tabled pending clarifications.
