Citizen Comments:  There were no citizen comments.  
Approval of Special Town Board Meeting Minutes and Town Board Meeting Minutes from June 14, 2012: Isaacson made a motion to approve Special Town Board Meeting Minutes and Town Board Meeting Minutes from June 14, 2012; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
Bills as of June 28, 2012: Lang made a motion to approve $34,516.50 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Boehm seconded. Motion carried.

Approval of “Class B” Beer and Liquor License for The Waterfront, 31100 Weiler Road, Burlington:  
Approval of Soda Water License for The Waterfront, 31100 Weiler Road, Burlington:

Fettes made a motion to approve a “Class B” Beer and Liquor License and a Soda Water License for The Waterfront, 31100 Weiler Road, Burlington; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried. 

Speed limits on town roads:  Chief Sevick addressed a letter to the town board indicating that he “…believes that the speed limits on the town roadways are reasonable, that most of the citizens follow these limits, and there are other operators that are going to speed regardless what the speed limit is posted.”  Rice indicated that he agreed with Chief Sevick.  The problem is the drivers.  Lang asked Chief Sevick to clarify that setting of speed limits on Hwy. E (previously known as Hwy. 11), is the responsibility of the state/county not the town.  Chief Sevick went on to explain the difficulties in patrolling the east end of Fish Hatchery Road.
Lang will explain to those residents that expressed concerns to him, that it would be up to them to have the speed limit issue placed on another meeting’s agenda.  Fettes added that he has seen a police presence on Fish Hatchery Road.
Appoint Todd A. Terry as Town of Burlington Prosecutor:  James Martin, current prosecuting attorney for the Town of Burlington, will be resigning from this position effective July 1, 2012 due to health issues.  Isaacson wished to convey the town’s gratitude for Jim’s years of service to the town.  Fettes made a motion to appoint Todd A. Terry as Town of Burlington Prosecutor; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
