Minutes
July 12, 2012
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  Penny Winders, 125 Lakeside W., is an employee at Al’s Little Country Store.  She has concerns about Fisher Park such as no attendants at booth, fence climbing, and too many people being allowed in the park especially on weekends.  Chief Sevick indicated that she should address most of her concerns to Racine County since Fisher Park is a county park and they have jurisdiction.  Chief Sevick did comment that the large crowds are not unusual for a hot weekend, and the Sheriff’s Department will handle the problem of cars parked by the fence by the road. 
Approval of minutes for Special Town Board Meeting and Town Board Meeting from June 28, 2012:  Isaacson made a motion to approve minutes for Special Town Board Meeting and Town Board Meeting from June 28, 2012; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.

Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Goldschmidt reported that the Highway Department ground cracks on Fish Hatchery Road and put down 2500 pounds of hot tar; brushed15 to 20 loads; shouldered about 100 tons of gravel; mowed road sides; and are removing a beaver dam in the inlet culvert on Lakeshore Drive one to two times a week.  B.R. Amon will start the pavement work July 23, 2012.
Chief Umnus reported that the Fire Department went out on 15 calls in June and 6 calls so far in July.  Compared to the same period of time last year, the department has had 12 more calls this year.  The Burn Ban was issued by the town on June 25, 2012 and that same day there was a swamp fire in the town in which 21 agencies were involved.
Twardosz presented a Memorandum of Understanding Between the Town of Burlington Emergency Management and the Burlington High School Radio Station WBSD 89.1 FM that was verbally agreed upon by Principal Burling July 9, 2012.  Twardosz also stated that the Governor issued a Drought Emergency.  Racine County is a “Severe Drought” area.  The Fox River is at 5.5’, down from an average of 7’.
Chief Kelter indicated the hot, dry weather has increased activity on the lakes.  The lack of rain has also meant that very few shifts have been cancelled resulting in a depleted Marine Division budget.  Because of this, as of August 1, 2012 no more Marine Assistants will be used in an effort to reduce the cost overrun.  Chief Kelter also reported that the water level on Browns Lake is 1’ lower due to the heat and lack of rain which has made the shore station on Browns Lake unusable.
Chief Sevick gave all board members a copy of the June 2012 Activity Report from the Racine County Sheriff’s Office.  Chief Sevick indicated there were no major incidents on the 4th of July and there were less fireworks complaints than in previous years probably due to the Burn Ban in effect which did not allow private fireworks of any kind.
Bills as of July 12, 2012: Boehm made a motion to approve $74,878.92 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.

 continue to work on the changes and send the finished draft to Attorney Ludwig for his review.

Road Closing Request for Shore Drive, (from Beach Drive to Mound Drive), for Cedar Park Beach Association Cookout/Pig Roast on July 21, 2012 from 1:00 p.m. until 10:00 p.m.:  Lang made a motion to approve a Road Closing Request for Shore Drive, (from Beach Drive to Mound Drive), for Cedar Park Beach Association Cookout/Pig Roast on July 21, 2012 from 1:00 p.m. until 10:00 p.m.; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
House at 246 S. Teut Road and possible release of deposit:  Fettes made a motion to approve the release of funds in the amount of $15,000.00 from the cash deposit of Steve and Maria Tilistyak, after the Tilistyak’s sign an approval making the check payable to Fidelity Title and release funds to the Town of Burlington in the amount of $2,125.84 for payment of attorney and engineering fees billed as of this date, per the engineer’s recommendation; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Possible cancellation of Town Board Meeting July 26, 2012:  The consensus of the board was to cancel the July 26, 2012 Town Board Meeting.
