August 9, 2012
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  Kim Hoffman, 7233 Fish Hatchery Road, and a neighbor request that the speed limit on Fish Hatchery Road be decreased from 35 mph to 25 mph from Park Street to Hwy. P.  This will be placed on the September 13, 2012 agenda.   

Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from July 12, 2012:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from July 12, 2012; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Ralph Rice reported that all town board members attended the WTA Meeting that was held at the town hall on August 7, 2012.  There will be a meeting of the Walworth County WTA Association August 23, 2012.  The Town of Burlington Town Board Meeting will be cancelled for that night so town board members can attend.  Rice announced the Bohners Lake Sanitary District Meeting on August 16, 2012.  Rice also met with Don Nelson of the UW Extension to discuss Farmland Preservation.

Fettes announced that he invited Sheriff Schmaling to the September 13, 2012 board meeting to discuss the service we are receiving from Racine County Sheriff’s Department.

Boehm attended the Bohners Lake Management Meeting.  The beaver issue on Lakeshore Drive was discussed.  She also stated that at the Bohners Lake Sanitary District Meeting on August 16, 2012 they will be discussing how to minimize the sediment coming into Bohners Lake through the inlet.

Lang indicated that there was a presentation on equalization at the August 7, 2012 WTA Meeting.

Sgt. Mattke, Racine County Sheriff’s Department, presented the Town of Burlington July 2012 Activity Report.  He also reported on numerous burglaries.    
Chief Umnus reported that the Fire Department went out on 16 calls in July; there have been three new applicants; and the burn ban has been lifted.
Twardosz went to a meeting at Ives Grove which discussed climate changes.
Chief Kelter indicated that due to the rain, shifts have been cancelled.  He wanted to thank Wally Brown and Kurt Petrie for their help moving the shore station out into deeper water.  The Marine Division issued 32 citations and responded to 2 accidents on Browns Lake.   
Bills as of August 9, 2012: Lang made a motion to approve $185,526.37 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Isaacson seconded. Motion carried.

Approval of June 2012 Financials:  Lang made a motion to approve the June 2012 Financials; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.

Increase in election worker wages: Fettes made a motion to approve $7.25/hour for election inspectors and $8.00/hour for chief election inspectors; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.

Motion carried.

Possible town inclusion in Clean Sweep 2013:  Isaacson made a motion that if there is a Clean Sweep 2013 the town would participate; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
