Minutes
September 13, 2012
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:35 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  There were no citizen comments.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from August 9, 2012:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from August 9, 2012; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Ralph Rice reported that he went to a Walworth County WTA meeting on August 23, 2012. 
Baumeister reported for Goldschmidt that the Highway Department brushed which produced about 20 loads of chips.  Schaal Road has been ground, blacktopped, and shouldered.  All that remains is the striping.  The Highway Department also put down about 2000 pounds of patch.  The new Ford one ton is in and will be sent to Madison Truck shortly for the remainder of the build.  

Twardosz reported that currently our area is in a moderate drought stage.  He also commented on the 2 planes crashes that occurred recently.
Chief Kelter indicated that water patrol has ended for the year.  The Marine Division issued 59 citations and responded to 2 accidents.  The buoys have been taken out and the boats are being winterized.   
Bills as of September 13, 2012: Lang made a motion to approve $155,054.00 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Boehm seconded. Motion carried.

Approval of July 2012 Financials and August 2012 Financials:  Fettes made a motion to approve the July 2012 Financials and August 2012 Financials; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.

Sheriff Schmaling present for any comments/concerns about current police services: Sheriff Schmaling went over the Town of Burlington August 2012 Activity Report and indicated that there is a heroin problem in the town.  He then discussed the seamless transition the town had to the Racine County Sheriff’s Department.  Chief Sevick also agreed there were few problems with the transition and things are working well.  Before the meeting Sheriff Schmaling had spoken with the previous town officers and they were all happy with the new situation.  Sheriff Schmaling commented that the officers are all excelling thanks to the excellent training they received from Chief Sevick.  The sheriff also showed a picture of how the county squads for the town will look as each of the existing blue squads is phased out.  Lastly the sheriff invited the town board to go on a ride-a-long. 

Approve Wisconsin Humane Society handling animal control from October 1, 2012 through December 31, 2012:  Fettes made a motion to approve Wisconsin Humane Society handling animal control from October 1, 2012 through December 31, 2012; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.

Animal Control for 2013:  Baumeister then presented an option for in house animal control in 2013.  Discussion followed.  The consensus of the board was that Baumeister should proceed with the plan and after a policy and ordinance are developed and reviewed by the town attorney, she will bring them back to the board.

Resolution No. 10.04.030-5 to stop traffic east bound and west bound on Clarence Street at Park Street:  Lang made a motion to approve Resolution No. 10.04.030-5 to stop traffic east bound and west bound on Clarence Street at Park Street; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.  
Kim Hoffman, 7233 Fish Hatchery Road, requests speed limit be decreased to 25 mph on Fish Hatchery Road:  Kim Hoffman had a prepared presentation that included stopping distances and statistics; and pictures to show blind spots, driveways, pedestrians, hills, and curves on Fish Hatchery Road.  Discussion followed.

Rice explained that Fish Hatchery Road is considered a semi-urban collector which is critical to the overall efficient movement of traffic in the Bohners Lake area between Highway P and Karcher Road.

Chief Sevick reported that speeds were tracked on Fish Hatchery Road on 4 separate occasions.  The tracking did indicate that the vast majority of motorists do comply with the posted speed limit or within a reasonable range of the posted speed limit.  The Racine Count Sheriff’s Department is aware of the resident’s concerns and has directed additional traffic enforcement and attention in this area.  Both Chief Sevick and Sheriff Schmaling also cautioned that lowering the speed limit won’t necessarily slow offenders down, and it may cause the residents a false sense of security.  Instead perhaps other physical means of ‘calming traffic’ such as signs to indicate blind driveways could be utilized.  
Fettes made a motion to table this issue; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.

Per Resolution 2002-7 Trick or Treat hours will be the same as the City of Burlington Wednesday, October 31, 2012 from 5:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m.:  Isaacson made a motion to approve Trick or Treat hours on Wednesday, October 31, 2012 from 5:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m.; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried. 

Set dates for budget reviews in October; and Town Board Meetings in September and October, (possibly cancelling the 2nd meeting of month): It was the consensus of the board to hold budget review meetings Tuesday, October 16, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. and Wednesday, October 17, 2012 at 5:30 p.m.  The September 27, 2012 Town Board Meeting will be cancelled.
Set Tuesday, November 27, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. for Public Budget Hearing, Special Town Meeting, and Special Town Board Meeting:  Lang made a motion to set Tuesday, November 27, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. for Public Budget Hearing, Special Town Meeting, and Special Town Board Meeting; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.

Approve Agreement to Provide Public Health for 2013 – 2014:  Isaacson made a motion to approve Agreement to Provide Public Health for 2013 – 2014; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Adjourn:  Lang made a motion to adjourn at 7:59 p.m.; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.
