Minutes
October 11, 2012
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:35 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  Fettes read into the minutes a letter he received from William and Deborah Audenby, 33006 Karcher Road, dated October 4, 2012, requesting a “…reasonable change in burning regulation…”,  (letter attached).
Viki View Peterson, 1322 S. Teut Road, indicated she wants the burning ordinance, allowing burning 7 days a week from 12:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m., to remain the same.

Chief Sevick explained Town of Burlington Ordinance 8.08.010 Regulations of fires and smoke.   
Approval of minutes for Special Town Board Meeting and Town Board Meeting from September 13, 2012:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Special Town Board Meeting and Town Board Meeting from September 13, 2012; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.

Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Ralph Rice has received materials on Land and Resource Management, Hwy. 11 Access Management, and Wisconsin Electric’s ten year electrical lines plan, if anyone wants to review them.  Rice also attended a Farmland Preservation meeting October 12, 2012.  The projected completion date of January 2013 may not be met.  Dover and Yorkville have shown interest in participating which would mean new maps and other material changes. 
Fettes corrected an inaccurate statement in this week’s Standard Press. In an article titled City takes strategic approach to budget, the byline reads Roadwork, fire service mergers eyed.  The article made it appear that the town was participating in the study.  That is untrue since the possibility of a study has not been discussed by the town board on any agenda.

Boehm discussed a sign change which occurred at the Capris Restaurant.  The new name and design on the sign brought complaints by many in the neighborhood.  At this time the new sign has been removed and Capris is the name on the restaurant’s sign.

Lang, Rice and Baumeister met with the cemetery committee.
Chief Sevick and Court Clerk Carrie Oldenburg are reviewing outstanding fines and other resources to capture them.
Twardosz attended a table top drill for hazardous waste.
Chief Umnus reported that the fire department went out on 11 calls last month and have gained six new members.
Bills as of October 11, 2012: Lang made a motion to approve $302,236.72 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Isaacson seconded. Motion carried.

Approval of an Ordinance to amend Sec. 5.04 of the Code of Ordinances for the Town of Burlington relating to business licenses:  5.04.010(A) will be amended to include pawn shops and secondhand dealers.  Lang made a motion to amend Sec. 5.04 of the Code of Ordinances for the Town of Burlington relating to business licenses; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Resolution No. 5.04.010-2:  This resolution sets the fees to be collected for Pawnbroker’s, Secondhand Articles Dealer’s, Secondhand Jewelry Dealer’s, and Secondhand Article Dealer Mall or Flea Market Licenses.  Lang made a motion to approve Resolution No. 5.04.010-2; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.

Approval of Pawnbroker License for Capital Loan and Pawn, 30340 Durand Avenue, Burlington:  Joe Fox, owner of Capital Loan and Pawn, explained pawning and buying outright.  Selling will be mostly done by E-Bay.

Chief Sevick indicated the business is restricted by the state.

Isaacson made a motion to approve a Pawnbroker License for Capital Loan and Pawn, 30340 Durand Avenue, Burlington; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Approval for the Town of Burlington Police Department to purchase copy machine:  Lang made a motion to approve the purchase of a copy machine for the police department; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.

Approval to transfer general and tax checking accounts to Community State Bank:  Fettes recused himself for this agenda item.  Treasurer Slotke gave the board members a letter indicating her reason for the change.  Isaacson made a motion to allow treasurer to transfer general and tax checking accounts to Community State Bank; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.   
Adjourn:  Lang made a motion to adjourn at 7:10 p.m.; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.
