October 16, 2012
Budget Review Meeting
Meeting called to order at 5:40 p.m. by Chairman Rice.
Roll Call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Rick Isaacson, Jeff Lang, Joan Boehm, and Chairman Rice.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Deputy Clerk verified meeting was posted.

Town of Burlington Emergency Government:  The Emergency Government budget will stay as is.
Town of Burlington Marine Law Enforcement Division:  Discussion followed with Chief Kelter.  There is an increase in his budget due to lack of maintenance in previous years.  Examples include need for a new tarp on the pier at Browns Lake and a new pier for Bohners Lake.  Previously the town used an existing pier that is rotting.       
Town of Burlington Municipal Court:  Discussion followed with Carrie Oldenburg, the new court clerk.  There is an increase in wages for next year because Chief Sevick and Oldenburg are working together to ‘clean-up’ problems that have accumulated in the past.   There is also increased revenue from tickets and an attempt to change the manner in which outstanding tickets can be collected which was not focused on previously.  
Town of Burlington Highway Department:  Discussion followed with Scott Goldschmidt, Highway Foreman.  Goldschmidt focused on the need for new trucks.  Baumeister explained that expenses for next year’s road construction are offset by the revenue the town will receive from these shared road projects from a state/federal grant, and the participating communities. 
Town of Burlington Budget:  Initial discussion followed on the possibility of a revaluation in the town in 2013.
Adjourn:  Lang made a motion to adjourn at 7:40 p.m.; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
