October 25, 2012
Planning & Zoning Meeting

Chairman Rice called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Roll Call:  Present were Phil Peterson, Joe Ketterhagen, George Bieneman, Phil Ketterhagen, John Anderson and Dave Carlson.
Verify posting of meeting:  Deputy Clerk verified meeting was posted.

Report from Phil Peterson regarding City of Burlington Planning Meeting:  Peterson had nothing to report.
Approval of P&Z Meeting Minutes from May 24, 2012:  Bieneman made a motion to approve the May 24, 2012 P&Z Meeting Minutes; Joe Ketterhagen seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of a Land Use Plan Waiver for Mark and Kathryn Gahart, 8241 Schaal Road, Burlington; tax key #002-02-19-22-008-300:  The Gaharts want to divide their 6.0 acre parcel (exclusive R.O.W.) into two lots – lot #1  2.0 acres (exclusive R.O.W.) and lot #2  4.0 acres (exclusive R.O.W.).  The house would remain on lot #1 and a pole building would remain on lot #2.  Their existing parcel has not sold, so they hope dividing it into 2 lots would generate more interest.  The waiver to the Land Use Plan is required because the plan has designated this area as Agricultural Estate (5.0 acre maximum density).  It is the recommendation of Tim Lynch, Town Engineer, that the Land Use Plan Waiver be denied, (see attached letter dated October 17, 2012).  Discussion followed.

Janice Hunter, 8285 Schaal Road, commented that the covenant states no more than one improvement per parcel.  Fettes researched the Gaharts property and found that the previous titles contained deed restrictions.  Viki Peterson, 1322 S. Teut Road, indicated that the deed restriction couldn’t be applied to this situation if the town was not involved in setting up the restriction. 
Some other issues of concern were: (1)  the parcel is an odd shape with the side property lines of lot #1 coming to a point; (2)  the pole building on lot #2 would need to be removed because there would no longer be a primary structure on that lot; and (3)  there was a safety concern with the driveway to lot #2.

Peterson made a motion to table the Land Use Plan Waiver Mark and Kathryn Gahart, 8241 Schaal Road, Burlington; tax key #002-02-19-22-008-300; Phil Ketterhagen seconded.  Bieneman, Peterson, Phil Ketterhagen voted in favor; Rice, Joe Ketterhagen, Dave Carlson, and John Anderson voted against.  Motion denied.
Bieneman made a motion to deny the Land Use Plan Waiver for Mark and Kathryn Gahart, 8241 Schaal Road, Burlington; tax key #002-02-19-22-008-300; Anderson seconded.  Peterson opposed.  Motion carried. 
Approval of Land Division for Mark and Kathryn Gahart, 8241 Schaal Road, Burlington; tax key #002-02-19-22-008-300:  Since the Land Use Plan Waiver was denied, this can no longer go forward. 
Adjourn:  Peterson made a motion to adjourn at 7:07 p.m.; Anderson seconded.  Motion carried.
