Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:45 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.
Brook was introduced at this time.  Through Partners 2 she will be the high school representative on the town board and/or the Planning & Zoning Committee.  Brook cannot vote, but can offer comments/questions.

Citizen Comments:  There were none.
Approval of Town Board Meeting  Minutes from October 25, 2012:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting Minutes from October 25, 2012; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.

Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Ralph Rice reported that he attended a Heads of Government Meeting where animal control was discussed.
Baumeister indicated that 3,608 residents voted at the November 6, 2012 Presidential Election.  Out of that number about 725 residents voted absentee.  The total number of registered voters was 4,047.  This does not include those people registering at the polls on election day.
Goldschmidt purchased ground up black top for shouldering next year from Parkview.  Parkview will not be making the ground up black top next year so they sold the remainder of this years inventory at a significant savings of $5.00/ton instead of $8.50/ton.  This saved the town $2800.00.

Chief Sevick handed out the Racine County Sheriff’s Patrol Report.
Bills as of November 8, 2012: Lang made a motion to approve $74,204.11 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.
