December 13, 2012
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:40 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  Viki View Peterson, 1322 S. Teut Road, commented on the closing of the Cottonpicker Restaurant after all the years of serving the town and the city.
Approval of minutes from November 8, 2012 Special Town Board Meeting and Town Board Meeting; and Proposed 2013 Budget Public Hearing and Special Town Board Meeting November 27, 2012:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes from November 8, 2012 Special Town Board Meeting and Town Board Meeting; and Proposed 2013 Budget Public Hearing and Special Town Board Meeting November 27, 2012; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Boehm suggested people go see the Christmas Lights on Oakwood Drive and tune into radio station 98.5 for the coordinated music.
Chief Umnus reported the Fire Department went out on 8 calls last month.  One of which was the Winkler fire on McHenry Street that many departments responded to.

Baumeister reported that the Highway Department tarred the town hall parking lot; installed 2-way radio reflector tape and a chipper bonnet on the box of the new truck; removed 20 dead trees and trimmed trees hanging over the roads; set up plow trucks; all trucks were inspected by the DOT and the minor problems have been fixed; and the beaver problem persists on Lakeshore Drive.

Baumeister also reported that there are no longer any employees at the town that belong to the Teamsters Union.
