Minutes
February 14, 2013
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Ralph Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Rick Isaacson, Joan Boehm and Jeff Lang.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk Baumeister.
Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments.
Sgt. Bill Matke reviewed the Racine County Sheriff’s Patrol Report from January 2013.  He also gave an overview of the actual 2012 hours spent patrolling for the Town of Burlington compared to those contracted hours.  By March 2013, Sgt. Matke should have completed the annual statistical overview of 2012 and previous years.
Presentation by Southeastern Wisconsin Fox River Commission: Dr. Thorton from Southeastern Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission is an ex officio member of  the Southeastern Wisconsin Fox River Commission and gave an overview of commission’s structure, functions, and Implementation Plan.  Present also were Al Sikora, Chairman, and Jim Pendel, Secretary, of the Southeastern Wisconsin Fox River Commission.  Dredging, dam operations in Waterford, erosion protection/control, storm water management, and recreational access were some of the items that an Implementation Plan must address.  The commission wants to extend its jurisdiction from Waterford to the Illinois border.  Although it will take legislation to ultimately do this, the commission wants to engage Fox River municipalities in formal partnerships to carry out its Implementation Plan.  Some of the discussion that followed centered on funding for the commission and its projects.  
Approval of Southeastern Wisconsin Fox River Commission Memorandum of Understanding:  Signing the MOU would indicate the town’s support of the commission.  When all of the remaining communities on the Fox River to the Illinois state line join the partnership, a push will be made to extend the official boundaries to the Illinois state line.  At that point, the town would be obligated to have a voting member on the commission and be eligible for benefits of that part of the river depending on funding.
The consensus of the board was to table this for the time being.
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Rice indicated that there will be a DOT meeting on bridges March 18, 2013.  The WTA Tri-County meeting on February 27, 2013 will include the head of the DOT discussing changes to the Local Road Improvement Program.  There will also be a Racine County Public Transit meeting on March 5, 2013. 
Fettes thanked the Fire Department for their involvement in the Echo Lake Foods fire.

Boehm reported on Arbor View and their request for a street light and perhaps turning over Arbor View Lane to the town.  Arbor View has contacted Tim Lynch.
Lang indicated that the Capris Restaurant property is now bank owned.
Chief Sevick reported that the “Class B” Beer and Liquor license held by George’s Arc Light Corporation has been surrendered to the town; town squad has been sold to a private party rather than being sent to auction; the Water Patrol had been accepting applications and will begin interviews in the near future; and the Municipal Court is making headway in clearing up past forfeitures.

Twardosz indicated a County Recovery Plan will be added to the Emergency Plan.  Twardosz worked with the Incident Management Team at the Echo Lakes Food fire by helping with the organization of the effort.  The Public Works Mutual Aid Association will be offering training to public officials and public works staff.  Lastly Twardosz and Baumeister attended a Clean Sweep meeting.  Clean Sweep is coming up on April 27, 2013.

Goldschmidt and the Highway Department have been busy with snow and ice removal; truck maintenance; and some patching and brushing.

Baumeister reported that due to lack of ridership and funding Racine County Link shuttle was discontinued February 1, 2013.  Baumeister also indicated that the Municipal Court Clerk is working out of the Police Department offices rather than the auditorium.      
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from January 10, 2013:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from January 10, 2013; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.

Bills as of February 14, 2013: Lang made a motion to approve $330,591.44 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.

Approve December 2012 Financials:  Isaacson made a motion to approve the December 2012 Financials; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Appoint Debbie Brown Election Inspector for term ending December 31, 2013: Fettes made a motion to appoint Debbie Brown Election Inspector for term ending December 31, 2013; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Resolution No. 10.04-040-1 to erect “No Parking” sign on Fairview Court: Boehm made a motion to approve Resolution No. 10.04-040-1 to erect “No Parking” sign on Fairview Court; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Road Work: Fettes made a motion to approve the proposed list, (attached), for 2013 road work to advertise for bids; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Purchase pick-up truck for Highway Department to replace 2004 GMC:  Lang made a motion to go to bid for a pick-up truck for Highway Department; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried. 

Adjourn:  Lang made a motion to adjourn at 8:05 p.m.; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.
