February 28, 2013
Planning & Zoning Meeting

Chairman Rice called the meeting to order at 6:15 p.m.
Roll Call:  Present were Phil Peterson, Joe Ketterhagen, George Bieneman, Phil Ketterhagen, John Anderson and Dave Carlson.
Verify posting of meeting:  Deputy Clerk verified meeting was posted.

Julie Anderson, Racine County Public Works and Development Services Department Director, will present review of Planning & Zoning Committee Responsibilities/duties:  Anderson discussed the two primary responsibilities of the P&Z Committee – rezoning and conditional use.  The Racine County Economic Development & Land Use Planning Committee does look for input from the town when hearing these issues.  One important note to remember is that the town cannot put conditions on a rezone.  Conditions can be put on a conditional use.  Attached are checklists for rezone and conditional use which the county uses.  Anderson suggested strongly that the P&Z Committee also rely on these checklists so they have legitimate reasons for their decisions.

There will be a Planning Commission training session On April 30, 2013 at Ives Grove from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  UW Extension will be conducting this training.
Report from Phil Peterson regarding City of Burlington Planning Meeting:  Although there has not been anything to report that would involve the town, Peterson did comment that there has been controversy about the plan to close the street that the fire department is on now since the property next door to the station has been torn down and turned into a parking lot.  Rice thanked Peterson for his attendance at these meetings.

Approval of P&Z Meeting Minutes from December 13, 2012:  Peterson made a motion to approve the December 13, 2012 P&Z Meeting Minutes; Bieneman seconded.  Motion carried.
B.R. Amon & Sons, Inc. request for Conditional Use at 7126 McHenry; parcel #002-02-19-07-019-000 to begin mining gravel:  
Tim Lynch, town engineer, reported on the site plan.  The site is located at the Countryside Woods property on the west side of CTH P adjacent to the intersection with Yahnke Road.  It is bordered on the west by an existing quarry, (Winkler Pit), and residential properties to the north, south, and east. Access to the site is provided via CTH P by the driveway used by the Winkler Pit. The site is primarily an old growth forest in addition to a small area of agricultural land.  The mining operation is proposing to work in stages and will internally drain to a storm water collection basin.  Lynch’s recommendations that need to be addressed before approval are contained in the attached memo dated February 20, 2013.

Tom Amon, B.R. Amon & Sons, added a few things to Lynch’s report.  He will operate back from the existing Winkler Pit on the west side.  He will stock pile on the west side of the property.  The buffer will be left on the north side.  He will be mining and crushing.  There will be no washing on this site.  Mr. Amon is willing to work with everyone and make changes which may include leaving the trees, and storing the soil moved where there would not be erosion. 

Some concerns from the people present included: (1) loss of the oak trees; (2) drainage concerns on neighboring properties: (3) noise, dust and hours/days of operation; (3) groundwater; (4) maintenance of property, i.e. Winkler Pit has a huge brush pile neighbors to the east can see; and (5) two different owners operating pits in the same area.

Lynch and Amon will work on the following: (1) recommendations in Lynch’s memo; (2) Land Use Plan Waiver/Amendment; and (3) obtaining a copy of the restoration plan for the Winkler Pit, and conditions placed on the Winkler Pit in order for there to be consistency by the next meeting. 
Phil Ketterhagen made a motion to table this until March 28, 2013 meeting; Dave Carlson seconded.  Motion carried. 
Adjourn:  Peterson made a motion to adjourn at 7:44 p.m.; Phil Ketterhangen seconded.  Motion carried.
