Minutes
March 14, 2013
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Ralph Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Brook Renders, Partners 2 high school representative.  Tyson Fettes was absent.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Clerk Streif.
Citizen Comments:  
Patrick Hewitt, 6934 McHenry Street, brought up the concerns the neighbors voiced at the previous board meeting.  They are worried about losing the woods, losing more land to gravel pits in the town, and losing the berm that now exists affording them some privacy from the Countryside Woods pit.  There have been rumors that B.R. Amon is cutting staff and going out of business.  The neighbors would also like to know who is actually operating the Countryside Woods pit now that DLM is no longer involved. 
Viki View-Peterson, 1322 S. Teut Road, wanted to make us aware that Teut Road’s shoulder is deteriorating again. 
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Rice reported that he and Baumeister had a meeting with the city and members of the Cemetery Board.  We also had some water problems due to the thaw that were handled.
Boehm reported that Arbor View will be going ahead with paying for a street light on the corner of Highway P and Arbor Lane.  The county gave their approval for the installation.
Goldschmidt reported that we have used our entire salt budget for the year.  He also reported that two trucks broke down and needed repair.  One repair for a sensor was minor, the second repair was $5400.000 for hydraulics.
Chief Sevick indicated the board received the Town of Burlington February 2013 Activity Report from the Racine County Sheriff’s Office.  Chief Sevick also commented that the town squad will probably need to be replaced by a county squad by June.  The repairs have become cost prohibitive. 
Tom Riggs attended the meeting for Chief Umnus.

Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from February 28, 2013:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from February 28, 2013; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.

Bills as of March 14, 2013: Lang made a motion to approve $123,272.95 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Isaacson seconded. Motion carried.

Approval of Resolution No. 16.48-2 Addition of Special Meeting Application Fee:  This fee would be utilized if a meeting would need to be called other than a regularly scheduled meeting.  Lang made a motion to approve Resolution No. 16.48-2; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval to purchase pick-up truck for Highway Department:  We received the following quotes:
(1) Lynch Truck Center – 2013 Chevrolet regular cab $24,475.00
                                    2013 Chevrolet extended cab $25,800.00

GM powertrain warranty is 5 years/100.000 miles

(2) Miller Motors – 2013 Ford F150 regular cab $22,279.00 order out; $23,081.00 from stock

Ford powertrain warranty is 3 years/60,000 miles 

Goldschmidt indicated that he felt an extended cab would be useful for secure tool storage, (rather than the tool bin in the bed), and for taking more than 2 passengers.  The board questioned the warranty on the Chevy versus the Ford.  Lang made a motion to approve Goldschmidt pricing the extended warranty for the Ford and making a purchase decision not to exceed $25,800.00; Boehm seconded.  Lang and Boehm voted in favor; Isaacson and Rice voted against.  Isaacson felt that Goldschmidt should come back to the board with the warranty information and his recommendation, so the board could make the final decision.  This was fine with the other board members and tabled this item until the next meeting.                    
Approval to get pricing for dump truck:  Goldschmidt needs to replace the 1996 dump/plow truck.  We would sell the 1996 outright and order a new one for delivery in 2014.  Isaacson made a motion for Goldschmidt to get quotes for a dump truck; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Contract Work Order from BCI for bridge deck repair on Spring Prairie Road:  Lang made a motion to approve the Contract Work Order from BCI for bridge deck repair on Spring Prairie Road; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried. 
Change Planning & Zoning Committee Meetings, (if needed), to second Thursday of month starting in May:  Since Racine County meets on the 3rd Monday of the month, if we change our P&Z Committee Meetings to the 2nd Thursday of the month, the town would be able to forward our recommendations to the county before their meeting.  Isaacson made a motion to approve changing 
Planning & Zoning Committee Meetings, (if needed), to second Thursday of month starting in May; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Mobile Home Park Permit for 2012 and 2013 for Echo Lake Mobile Home Court, 33201 S. Honey Lake Road, Burlington:  Boehm made a motion to approve a Mobile Home Park Permit for 2012 and 2013 for Echo Lake Mobile Home Court, 33201 S. Honey Lake Road, Burlington; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Resolution 2013-1 regarding Administrator authorizations:  Lang made a motion to     
Approve Resolution 2013-1 regarding Administrator authorizations; Boehm seconded.
