Minutes
April 11, 2013
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Ralph Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Rick Isaacson, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, Chairman Rice, and Brook Renders, Partners 2 high school representative.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  There were none. 
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Rice, Goldschmidt and Baumeister met with Town Engineer Lynch in regards to Karcher Road.  The state is allowing steeper slopes so we will save money by using guard rails instead of retaining walls.  Rice also attended a discussion on the Hwy. 142 proposed round-a-bout and possible need for a Brever Road exit for the gravel pit.  Rice and Baumeister had another meeting with the city and members of the Cemetery Board.  The next WTA Meeting in May will feature a speaker on well contamination. 
Lang has been receiving calls from residents about the B.R. Amon gravel pit project.
Goldschmidt reported that temporary weight limits on town roads have been posted.  They should be taken down next week.  Goldschmidt commented there was water over Brever Road.
Chief Sevick indicated the board received the Town of Burlington March 2013 Activity Report from the Racine County Sheriff’s Office.  Chief Sevick also commented that the Municipal Court is collecting past due fines.
Marine Chief Kelter reported that the town received $19,927.64 from the DNR for the 2012 Water Patrol Audit which was 54% of the budget.  Unfortunately we should expect that in two years the DNR will no longer cover lakes under 200 acres like Bohners Lake which is 134 acres.  Chief Kelter also indicated pier and buoys should be in Browns Lake April 27th and Bohners Lake May 4th or 5th.
Twardosz indicated that the Fox River should crest Friday, April 12th at 11.36’, which is moderate flood level.  By the middle of next week the river should be below flood level.  On April 18, 2013 there will be a tornado drill.  Twardosz encourages everyone to purchase a weather radio.

Baumeister reminded the board of the April 16, 2013 Annual Town Meeting; Planning & Zoning training April 30, 2013 at Ives Grove; and cancellation of the April 25, 2013 Town Board Meeting.  The Chamber of Commerce will be printing their city maps and asked for any changes from the town. 
Chamber of Commerce representative Michelle Peterson announced networking events are held on the third Thursdays of the month. 
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from March 28, 2013:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from March 28, 2013; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.

Bills as of April 11, 2013: Lang made a motion to approve $228,589.21 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.

Approval of February 2013 Financials: Lang made a motion to approve February 2013 Financials; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.  
Annual Report by Western Racine County Health Department:  Cheryl Mazmanian, Director/Health Officer, and Lindsay Anderson, RN, were present to discuss the 2012 Annual Report.  The report indicates that prevention is a key function of the health department.  “Public health practices protect our communities, save lives & save money…”  Due to staffing cuts, the 2012 per capita cost for the town was $5.78, down from $6.20 in 2011.  Obtainable 2013 grant dollars of $205,780 has decreased by $36,696 from 2012.
Reappoint John Anderson to Planning and Zoning Committee for a three year term beginning May 1, 2013:  Isaacson made a motion to reappoint John Anderson to Planning and Zoning Committee for a three year term beginning May 1, 2013; Fettes seconded.  Fettes, Isaacson, Boehm and Rice voted in favor; Lang opposed.  Motion carried.  
Appoint Jim Luedeke to replace Dave Carlson on the Planning and Zoning Committee for a three year term beginning May 1, 2013:  Boehm made a motion to appoint Jim Luedeke to Planning and Zoning Committee for a three year term beginning May 1, 2013; Isaacson seconded.  Lang abstained.  Motion carried. 
Reappoint Ed Impens Browns Lake Sanitary District Commissioner for a six year term beginning May 1, 2013:  Boehm made a motion to reappoint Ed Impens Browns Lake Sanitary District Commissioner for a six year term beginning May 1, 2013; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Fettes made a motion to award the road work for Spring Drive, ($35,100.00); Honey Lake Road, ($43,680.00); Spring Prairie Road, ($44,936.00); Bieneman Road, ($78,523.00); and Morman Road, ($49,050.00) to the lowest bidder Black Diamond for a total of $251,289.00; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Reduction of Letter of Credit for Vieterhoff East Subdivision: Tim Lynch, Town of Burlington Engineer, recommends Letter of Credit for Vieterhoff East Subdivision is reduced to $57,000.00.  Lang made a motion to approve the recommended reduction of Letter of Credit for Vieterhoff East Subdivision; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval to purchase pick-up truck for Highway Department:  Fettes made a motion to approve the purchase of a Ford F150 from Miller Motors not to exceed $25,500.00; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.  
Burlington Cemetery:  Rice explained that the Burlington Cemetery Association doesn’t have enough money to operate and wants the town and the city to give them money.  State Statute 157 does not allow for the town to give money to the cemetery.   Discussion followed.  The consensus of the board was to follow State Statute 157.    
Approval to hire Kyle Gerasch and Brian Reed as Marine Police Officers:  Fettes made a motion to approve hiring Kyle Gerasch and Brian Reed as Marine Police Officers; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.  
Adjourn:  Lang made a motion to adjourn at 7:50 p.m.; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.
