Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 7:02 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.

Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments.

Rice commented that the Farmland Preservation Public Hearing was held here on June 4, 2013.

Fettes and Boehm attended the Browns Lake Advisory meeting held here on June 1, 2013.

Lang commented that at the WTA meeting in May there was a discussion with the DNR about water contamination.

Twardosz attended a weather conference.

Chief Sevick presented the Town of Burlington May 2013 Activity Report from the sheriff’s office.  He also noted that Racine County will start providing squads and charge mileage at an extra $4659 per month July 1, 2013.  The last two town squads had too many miles and repairs were cost prohibitive. The decision was made to send the squads to auction while they were still operational.  Other issues Sevick reported on were the raze order being initiated for the house on Voree Court and ANR Pipeline is starting work June 17, 2013 on Karcher Road, Pheasant Run and Fishman Road.
Goldschmidt reported this year’s blacktop project is done.  The Highway Department is shouldering, mowing and patching.  Repairs on Spring Prairie Bridge are complete.

Tom Riggs reported that the Fire Department went out on 9 calls in May.  So far the total calls this year are 63 compared to last year at 42 calls.  The Fire Department is also up to 38 members.

Chief Kelter has been training new officers.  The weather has caused cancelled shifts, and boat 913 has mechanical problems.

Chamber of Commerce representative Judy Bratz reminded everyone of September’s golf outing, July’s Sidewalk Sales, and BTown Sounds has started.  There are sculptures from Chocolate Fest on display in the chamber office.

      The bids received for the Karcher Road reconstruction significantly exceeded the estimate
      prepared during the grant application process.  In reviewing the low bid received from Stark
      Asphalt and the project scope, we have identified a few areas where there is potential for cost

      reductions, (see attached memo from Lynch & Associates dated June 13, 2013).  Savings would

      reduce the contract award from $605,060.75 to $481,747.75.  Lynch recommends that the town

       award the project to Stark Asphalt, Inc. with the associated cost savings and contingent upon a

       similar award by the Town of Wheatland and an agreement with Stark Asphalt, Inc. to

       adopt these cost savings.  Lang made a motion to award the road bid for Karcher Road to Stark

       Asphalt, Inc. with the associated cost savings and contingent upon a similar award by the Town of 
       Wheatland and an agreement with Stark Asphalt, Inc. to adopt these cost savings per the

       engineers recommendation;  Fettes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
