 Minutes
June 13, 2013
Planning & Zoning Meeting

Chairman Rice called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Roll Call:  Present were Phil Peterson, Joe Ketterhagen, George Bieneman, John Anderson, Jim Luedeke and Chairman Rice.  Phil Ketterhagen was absent.
Verify posting of meeting:  Deputy Clerk verified meeting was posted.

Report from Phil Peterson regarding City of Burlington Planning Meeting:  Peterson commented that the street that the fire department is on will remain open to traffic.  He also noted that the city has given their CSM approval of extraterritorial platting for the Peter Scherrer Group, Inc. project; and will have the second reading for approval on June 18, 2013.  

Approval of P&Z Meeting Minutes from February 28, 2013:  Bieneman made a motion to approve the February 28, 2013 P&Z Meeting Minutes; Joe Ketterhagen seconded.  Motion carried.
Administrator Baumeister to discuss use of checklists as P&Z decision making tool:  Baumeister asked the P&Z Committee to review the checklists and determine if they will be useful in their decision making process.  If they will utilize the checklists, Baumeister will make them available for the P&Z Committee meetings. 
Approval of Land Use Plan Waiver for petitioner The Scherrer Group, Inc., 448 Falcon Ridge Drive, Suite B, Burlington; tax key #’s 002-03-19-31-025-000 and 002-03-19-21-027-000:  Leslie Scherrer from The Scherrer Group, Inc. gave a brief overview of the project.  They are proposing a 2-lot minor land division with a land use plan waiver and rezone of Lot 1; and conditional use for the operation of a 72,000 square foot office and distribution facility.
The 2035 Land Use Plan identifies the parcel as Primary Environmental Corridor (PEC).  The applicant has requested a land use plan amendment to Industrial for 6.89 acres (Lot 1) of the total 26.43 acres of the parcel. Tim Lynch, Town of Burlington Engineer, recommends approval of the Land Use Plan Amendment.  The significant amount of land maintained as PEC and the surrounding neighborhood fit are strong justifications for the amendment, (memo dated May 16, 2013 attached).  

Peterson made a motion to approve the Land Use Plan Waiver for petitioner The Scherrer Group, Inc., 448 Falcon Ridge Drive, Suite B, Burlington; tax key #’s 002-03-19-31-025-000 and 002-03-19-21-027-000 based upon the recommendation of the town engineer; Joe Ketterhagen seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Approval of Rezone for petitioner The Scherrer Group, Inc., 448 Falcon Ridge Drive, Suite B, Burlington; tax key #’s 002-03-19-31-025-000 and 002-03-19-21-027-000:  Lynch explained that the current zoning for the parcel is R-2.  The applicant has requested a rezoning of proposed Lot 1 (6.89 acres) from R-2 to M-1.  The zoning for the remaining Lot 2 will remain R-2.  Lynch recommends approval of the Rezone of Lot 1 from R-2 to M-1 because the surrounding area is a mix of residential, business and industrial and the proposed M-1 would conform to the surrounding area.  

Bieneman made a motion to approve the Rezone for petitioner The Scherrer Group, Inc., 448 Falcon Ridge Drive, Suite B, Burlington; tax key #’s 002-03-19-31-025-000 and 002-03-19-21-027-000 based upon the recommendation of the town engineer; Peterson seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.   
Approval of Conditional Use for petitioner The Scherrer Group, Inc., 448 Falcon Ridge Drive, Suite B, Burlington; tax key #’s 002-03-19-31-025-000 and 002-03-19-21-027-000:

The purchase of this property depends on approvals of project, so final plans have not been made yet.  Lynch recommends approval of Conditional Use with the following conditions:

(1)  Petitioner returns to Planning & Zoning Committee and Town Board once plans are finalized for building materials for the proposed building, lighting and landscape pertaining to the aesthetic design.  No building height is indicated on the proposed plans, but the maximum height in the zoning district is 35 feet.

(2) The final engineering plans should be submitted to the town engineer for review and approval and should include: (a) Final Site Civil Plans; (b) Stormwater Management Plan that meets the Town of Burlington Ordinance; and (c) Photometric Lighting Plan.

(3) A DNR WRAPP permit for land disturbance should be obtained and a copy provided to the town.

The P&Z recommends the petitioner return for Conditional Use approval once the above mentioned conditions are met.

Approval of Land Division for petitioner The Scherrer Group, Inc., 448 Falcon Ridge Drive, Suite B, Burlington; tax key #’s 002-03-19-31-025-000 and 002-03-19-21-027-000:

Lynch explained the petitioner submitted a 2-lot Certified Survey Map for the property.  Lot 1 is 6.89 acres and encompasses the proposed development and Lot 2 is 19.53 acres and will remain undeveloped.  Lynch recommends the following revisions:

(1)  Building setbacks should be shown on both lots.

(2)  The 100 year floodplain should be shown and sourced if applicable or a note added stating that there is no 100 year floodplain designated on the property.

(3)  Town of Burlington Ordinance requires a scale of 1”=100’ for CSM’s.  The CSM is submitted at a scale of 1”-200’.  A waiver of the requirement is recommended.

Lynch recommends approval of the minor land division with the revised CSM submittal, review and approval by the town engineer prior to recording the CSM.

Peterson made a motion to approve the Land Division for petitioner The Scherrer Group, Inc., 448 Falcon Ridge Drive, Suite B, Burlington; tax key #’s 002-03-19-31-025-000 and 002-03-19-21-027-000 with the above mentioned engineer recommendations and the waiver of CSM scale; Ketterhagen seconded.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Adjourn:  Peterson made a motion to adjourn at 6:59 p.m.; Anderson  seconded.  Motion carried.
