Minutes
August 8, 2013
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:40 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  Rob Zerban, Kenosha, was present and wanted everyone to know he has formed a Congressional Exploratory Committee.  
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting on July 11, 2013:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting on July 11, 2013; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.  
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Rice attended a July 30, 2013 meeting of the Farmland Preservation Committee of which he is a member.  The committee hopes to have their project approved/implemented by the county at the end of the year.  
On July 31, 2013 Rice attended a Heads of Government meeting.  Topics discussed were opposition to a regional sales tax to finance the construction of a new NBA Basketball and Entertainment Arena and/or convention center in Milwaukee; the benefit of putting out bids for recycling services and health insurance regularly; and the 20-25% decrease in the value of some communities that are conducting revaluations and the effect on mill rates.
Boehm was present at a meeting discussing the proposed NR115.  Shoreland preservation and impervious surfaces were touched upon.  
Boehm also noted that Associated Appraisal was at her home for the revaluation which is on going.  Streif added that the revaluation process should be completed this week, and assessments mailed to property owners the middle of next week.  
Lang attended the WTA meeting August 6, 2013 along with Rice.  Discussion included town board members responsibilities.
Lang also attended a DOT meeting Monday, August 5, 2013 pertaining to the Hwy. 142 roundabout.  Stewardship funds may be available to extend the bike trail into the city.
Rice reported for Goldschmidt that the Highway Department has been shouldering and used 120 tons of gravel; chipping, removing trees, and mowing the roadside; and tarring cracks on Wheatland Road, Fishman Road, and Fish Hatchery Road.  

Work on Karcher Road should begin next week.  
Goldschmidt and Nolan attended NIMS 100 training August 8, 2013.
Chief Sevick presented the Town of Burlington July 2013 Activity Report from the sheriff’s office.  He noted that even though the monthly contract cost is higher because Racine County is now supplying the squads, the savings in fuel and maintenance bills should cancel out the increase.  
Chief Sevick also commented the 4th of July was relatively quiet compared to last year. 
Chief Umnus reported that the Fire Department went out on ten calls last month.  The activity is still higher than last year by 16 calls.  
The Pancake Breakfast August 4, 2013 was successful and Chief Umnus wished to thank everyone for their support. 
Chief Kelter indicated the Water Patrol issued 32 citations and 72 warnings for July.
Chamber of Commerce did not have a representative present.

Bills as of August 8, 2013:  Lang made a motion to approve $61,920.73 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried. 
Approval of July 2013 Financials:  Boehm made a motion to approve July 2013 Financials; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Chief Sevick raised concern about beer being served until 1:00 a.m. because this is a residential area.  He suggested 11:00 p.m.

Approval of Road Closing Request for Shore Drive, (from Beach Drive to Mound Drive), for Cedar Park Beach Association Cookout/Pig Roast on August 17, 2013 from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 a.m. August 18, 2013: Fettes made a motion to approve a Road Closing Request for Shore Drive, (from Beach Drive to Mound Drive), for Cedar Park Beach Association Cookout/Pig Roast on August 17, 2013 from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 a.m. August 18, 2013; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Temporary Class “B” Beer/Wine License for Burlington Rotary Club on August 10, 2013:  Isaacson made a motion to approve a Temporary Class “B” Beer/Wine License for Burlington Rotary Club on August 10, 2013; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.

Possible town resolution opposing regional sales tax to finance construction of a new NBA basketball and entertainment arena in Milwaukee:  The town board reviewed Resolution No. 2013-55, a resolution by the Racine County Executive Committee opposing any regional sales tax to finance construction of a new NBA basketball and entertainment arena in Milwaukee.  The consensus of the board was that they are in agreement with the resolution.  The clerk will e-mail the Executive Committee expressing the board’s support of Resolution No. 2013-55.  Lang will also work on a similar resolution for the town to review/pass at the next board meeting.
