October 23, 2013
Budget Review Meeting
Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chairman Rice.
Roll Call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Rick Isaacson, Jeff Lang, Joan Boehm, and Chairman Rice.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Deputy Clerk verified meeting was posted.

Town of Burlington Emergency Government:  The Emergency Government budget will stay as is.
Town of Burlington Marine Law Enforcement Division:  Discussion followed with Chief Kelter.  Rain during the month of June resulted in fewer hours on the lakes.  There was extra money in the budget so buoys were purchased.       
Town of Burlington Municipal Court:  Discussion followed with Carrie Oldenburg, the court clerk.  She feels that $110,000.00 is a reasonable amount to collect in 2014.  There have been more trials resulting in higher prosecuting attorney fees.  Oldenburg can work with expenses in budget.  
Town of Burlington Highway Department:  Discussion followed with Scott Goldschmidt, Highway Foreman.  He explained that we have used more salt than projected, but currently the salt shed is full.  The price of salt is down by $3.00/ton this season.  Karcher Road will be finished in 2014.  We will bid roads from the five year plan for topping and sealcoating.  Once the bids are in, we can see how much we can do.  
Town of Burlington Budget: Discussion followed.

Replace or repair rooftop heating/air conditioning units:  Bids were received from Vorpagel Service, Inc. and Southeastern Mechanical, Inc. to replace the rooftop unit for the Police Department or replace all rooftop units.  Lang made a motion to accept Southeastern Mechanical’s low bid not to exceed $7700.00 to replace the rooftop heating unit for the Police Department; Isaacson seconded.  Fettes abstained.  Motion carried.

Approval to raze house at 4629 Voree Court:  Fettes made a motion to have Kerkman Brothers Construction raze the house at 4629 Voree Court for $11,615.00; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.   
Adjourn:  Lang made a motion to adjourn at 8:00 p.m.; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
