Minutes
November 14, 2013
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  Rick Isaacson was absent.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  There were none. 
Presentation by SE Wisconsin Fox River Commission regarding development of a memorandum of understanding for the potential to expand the Fox River Commission’s jurisdiction south to the Illinois border:  The commission first came to the town board in February 2013.  At that time they explained that the commission wanted to extend its jurisdiction from Waterford to the Illinois border and wanted to engage the town in a memorandum of understanding to help carry out its Implementation Plan for projects on the Fox River and secure grant funding.  They were back tonight to see if the town has made a decision about the MOU and having a board member represent the town at the commission’s meetings.  Discussion followed.  One issue included Waukesha obtaining water from Lake Michigan.  Lang indicated he could not support the SE Wisconsin Fox River Commission if they did not support returning the water to Lake Michigan.  The response Lang received was not clear, and the commission will send us their resolution in regards to this issue.

In the meantime the town will work up a resolution to sign the MOU along the lines of the resolution Rochester passed.  We will include wordage that indicates the town won’t share in the cost of any projects the commission may undertake. 

Approval for Eagle Scout project to put up flag pole at Fire Station #3:  Matt Fox presented his proposed flag pole with light and memorial garden at Fire Station #3.  The fire department has previously approved this request at their meeting.  Lang made a motion to approve the flag pole with light and memorial garden at Fire Station #3 and waive any permit fees; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting on October 10, 2013; Budget Meetings on October 23, 2013 and October 24, 2013; and Special Town Board Meeting October 29, 2013: Fettes made a motion to approve the minutes for Town Board Meeting on October 10, 2013; Budget Meetings on October 23, 2013 and October 24, 2013; and Special Town Board Meeting October 29, 2013; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.  
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Boehm indicated that that BLSD has moved the garages from the property they purchased on Lakeshore Drive and will dredge the inlet.  Boehm indicated there have been complaints about speeders on Lakeshore Drive and asked if speed bumps could be installed.
Lang reported that the cemetery group met Tuesday, November 12th and will meet again in December.
Sgt. Mattke presented the October 2013 Activity Report.
Goldschmidt reported that Karcher Road was shouldered and striped.  The new truck cab and chassis have been delivered.  The box will be put on and finished in mid-December.

Twardosz attended a table top drill for public works.  The county has a new template for an emergency plan, but the town’s current plan is fine. 
Chief Sevick indicated the last two town owned squads have been sold at auction.  In response to Boehm’s concerns on Lakeshore Drive, Chief Sevick will have extra patrols there.
Chief Umnus indicated that the Fire Department went out on 11 calls in October.  We also have two new firefighters.
Chamber of Commerce representative Jerry Koch invited the town board to stop by November 22nd  for Light Up the Night and December 6th  for the Christmas Parade open house.

Bills as of November 14, 2013:  Lang made a motion to approve $706,268.33 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried. 
Approval of October 2013 Financials:  Boehm made a motion to approve October 2013 Financials; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.  Lang asked that cash receipts be included again.  
Wage increase for snowplow drivers:  Boehm made a motion to increase wages for snowplow drivers from $15.00/hour to $20.00/hour; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Safety concerns at Hwy. 11 and bypass intersection:  Fettes indicated that a couple of people brought concerns to him about the Hwy. 11 and bypass intersection.  Once he looked into the situation, he found there were fewer accidents at the intersection than he first thought.  Discussion followed.  Chief Umnus felt that the light changes too quickly from yellow to red.  He suggested that perhaps a letter could be sent to the DOT requesting a review of the lights and left turn lanes, including some sort of markers for clear delineation of areas on the bypass and turn arrows for safety.  Since the bypass is also in the city we should work with them.   
Approval of Engagement Letter for the 2013 audit with Patrick Romenesko, S.C.:  Boehm made a motion to approve the Engagement Letter for the 2013 audit with Patrick Romenesko, S.C.; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried. 
Approval of Resolution in Opposition to SB 349 Relating to Regulation of Nonmetallic Mining:  Lang made a motion to approve the Resolution in Opposition to SB 349 Relating to Regulation of Nonmetallic Mining; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval to withdraw from the Local Government Property Insurance Fund: The premium has increased the last three years so that now we can get the same price from Horton Group.  Baumeister recommends having all our coverage with Horton Group.  Lang made a motion to approve withdrawing from the Local Government Property Insurance Fund; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval to continue insurance coverage with the Horton Group, Inc.:  Lang made a motion to continue our insurance coverage with the Horton Group adding $120.00 cost for umbrella requirements, but not adding flood insurance; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Budget Resolution No. 2013-3 to add $86,650.00 to budget account #572401 Highway Vehicle Purchase; and transfer $86,650.00 from LGIP designated Highway Equipment Fund into the general checking account:  Boehm made a motion to approve Budget Resolution No. 2013-3 to add $86,650.00 to budget account #572401 Highway Vehicle Purchase; and transfer $86,650.00 from LGIP designated Highway Equipment Fund into the general checking account; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Resolution No. 2.28-2013 to raise court costs to $38.00 per citation as allowed by state statute:  Court costs were previously $28.00.  Lang made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2.28-2013 to raise court costs to $38.00 per citation as allowed by state statute; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Adjourn:  Lang made a motion to adjourn at 7:40 p.m.; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.
