Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Rice commented on the rough weather the last few weeks, the roof repairs and the failure of the point well at the rental property.
Fettes received an e-mail complimenting the sheriff’s service.
Boehm received favorable comments on the work done by the Highway Department to keep the town roads passable.
Lang reiterated kudos to the Highway, Police, and Fire Departments during this stretch of bad weather.
Sgt. Mattke presented the December 2013 Activity Report.  He commented on the thefts in the area and asked people to lock their cars.
Twardosz attended regional emergency management meetings where he learned information to include in our manual.  Quick Trip is also a useful resource in emergencies.
Sevick will include on next month’s agenda his plans for operational changes to the Water Patrol.
Umnus indicated the Fire Department went out on 8 calls in December.
Chamber of Commerce representative Barb Bakshis reminded everyone of the chamber’s dinner next week.
Bills as of January 9, 2014:  Lang made a motion to approve $79,364.27 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried. 
Approval of Financial Statement from December 2013:  Lang made a motion to approve December 2013 Financials; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.  

Approval of Resolution 2013-2 Memorandum of Understanding Between the Town of Burlington and The Southeastern Wisconsin Fox River Commission:  Isaacson made a motion to approve Resolution 2013-2 Memorandum of Understanding Between the Town of Burlington and The Southeastern Wisconsin Fox River Commission; Fettes seconded.  Lang opposed.  Motion carried.
Eagle Lake Management District request to use Town of Burlington Collection Site:  Ed Furey, Chairman of the Eagle Lake Management District, requests using the Town of Burlington Collection Site for disposal of Eagle Lake’s harvested weeds, and potentially some material dredged from Eagle Lake.  Fettes, Isaacson, and Baumeister will work out a plan to be placed on a later agenda.
Approval of Budget Resolution 2013-4: Lang made a motion to approve Budget Resolution 2013-4; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
