Citizen Comments:  There were none.

Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Baumeister reported for Goldschmidt that he has spent $40,400 already in 2014 on salt and used 660 tons so far this season.  150 tons of that was for one ice storm.  Baumeister also indicated that there will be a budget resolution next month for salt received in December 2013 & paid in January 2014 to be put in the 2013 budget. 
Rice announced that Brandon Smith is the new DNR game warden.
Boehm indicated that they are dredging every couple of days on the inlet on Bohners Lake.  She also complimented the Highway Department for the work they’ve done on the roads this winter.    
Sgt. Mattke presented the January 2014 Activity Report.  
Twardosz met with the City of Burlington to help update their emergency management plan.  He also attended a Public Works Emergency Response Association Meeting table top for dam flooding.   
Sevick is receiving applications for water patrol officers.  A returning water patrol employee from last year has agreed to take over maintenance of boats, buoys, etc.
Umnus indicated the Fire Department went out on 8 calls in January.
Chamber of Commerce representative was not present.

Approval of Highway Department means of communication:  Originally Goldschmidt wanted to purchase radios for the trucks from RC Electronics.  However, the monthly air charge was cost prohibitive.  So we began to research alternatives.  Verizon cell phone for each Highway employee is an option; or extending our existing license at no charge.  If we extend the existing license we would need to purchase 2 new radios and perhaps antennas.  We will look into these options further, and place the item on a future agenda.
