Planning & Zoning Meeting

Chairman Rice called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Roll Call:  Present were Phil Ketterhagen, George Bieneman, Jim Luedeke, John Anderson and Chairman Rice.  Phil Peterson and Joe Ketterhagen were absent.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Deputy Clerk verified meeting was posted.

Approval of P&Z Meeting Minutes from February 13, 2014:  Bieneman made a motion to approve the February 13, 2014 P&Z Meeting Minutes; Phil Ketterhagen seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Land Division, (3 lots), for Peter & Audrey Janssen, 1820 Spring Rose Road, Verona, WI 53593; parcel #002-02-19-12-011-000:  Art Naber, 29929 Plank Road, was present to act as agent for Peter and Audrey Janssen, who were also present.   Rice reviewed the memo from Tim Lynch, Engineer, dated March 5, 2014.  The purpose of this land division is to produce three lots for sale.  The proposed lots are 10.06, 18.22, and 1.84 acres.  The parcel is zoned A-2 with a land use plan designation of Ag Estate, (1 unit per 5.0 acres maximum density).   Currently the parcel does not conform to zoning code.   Variance will be needed from Racine County.  Lynch recommends approval of the land division on the condition that the applicant receives the required variance from Racine County.  Discussion followed. 
Phil Ketterhagen made a motion to recommend approval of Land Division, (3 lots), for Peter & Audrey Janssen, 1820 Spring Rose Road, Verona, WI 53593; parcel #002-02-19-12-011-010 with condition that the required variance is approved by Racine County; Bieneman seconded.  Motion carried.
Fire Station #2, (7211 McHenry Street), remodel/addition:  Rice and Umnus presented the conceptual idea for the rehab and addition to Fire Station #2.  Some points brought up were: 

(1) By adding on, the existing building can be utilized during construction; (2) Remodeling the existing building will be more cost effective; (3) Election area will be walled off from trucks; and (4) No more Hwy. P access.

Baumeister explained at the Annual Town Meeting on April 15, 2014 the electors will vote whether to proceed with this project or not.
