Lang indicated that the Karcher Road retaining wall issues will be resolved. 
Sgt. Mattke presented the February 2014 Activity Report.  
Sevick is in the process of hiring 3 Water Patrol officers.

Goldschmidt reported on the continued snow plowing; put down 2000# of patch; truck repaired after accident; and town roads are going out for bid. 
Umnus indicated the Fire Department went out on 13 calls in February.  The Auto Aid Agreement will start April 1, 2014.
Baumeister reported on the following: (1) Planning & Zoning Committee members whose terms expire on 4/30/2014 are Phil Ketterhagen and George Bieneman; (2) City engineer will give town an estimate of our share of Hwy. W bike path; (3) Hwy. 11/Bypass safety issue addressed – timing will be changed within two weeks, then left turn arrow on lights within 1 year; (4) Heating unit in Hwy. garage needs to be replaced – cost $2514.00; (5) Starting bid process for garbage/recycling services; and (6) Town has been plowing snow at cemetery this winter.  Meeting to finalize cemetery agreement in near future.  
Chamber of Commerce representative reminded everyone of the Home Expo, March 22, 2014 from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. at Burlington High School.  
Bills as of March 13, 2014:  Fettes made a motion to approve $139,898.10 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Lang seconded.  Motion carried. 
Fettes amended the motion to include correction of Kwik Trip bill from Police Dept. account # to Hwy. Dept.; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Financial Statement from February 2014:  Lang made a motion to approve February 2014 Financials; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.

Road Salt account #533320:  Fettes made a motion to approve Budget Resolution 2013-5 to transfer $41,000.00 from Capital Outlays Trip D Project account #572412 to Public Works Highway Dept. Road Salt account #533320; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Possible approval to join Urban Towns Committee of Wisconsin Towns Association:  Discussion followed.  A recommendation was made to have the role of the Urban Towns Committee of Wisconsin Towns Association a topic of discussion at a future WTA meeting.  This was tabled until budget time.
Approve disallowance of accident claim from 2/17/14 involving town snowplow driver:  Isaacson made a motion to disallow accident claim from 2/17/14 involving town snowplow driver; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Fire Station #2, (7211 McHenry Street), remodel/addition:  Nothing further was discussed at this time.

Wage increase for Marine Officer Kahabka due to increased duties:  Additonal duties include buoy and boat maintenance.  Wages will increase from $20.00/hour to $22.00/hour.  Fettes made a motion to approve the wage increase for Marine Officer Kahabka; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
