Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  There were none.  
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from April 10, 2014: Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from April 10, 2014; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Rice reported there will be a WTA meeting Thursday, May 15, 2014 at the Town of Paris. 
Lang indicated the Eagle Scout project has started.
Sgt. Mattke presented Town of Burlington April 2014 Activity Report.   
Sevick indicated that the Water Patrol is ready for the upcoming season. 
Goldschmidt and the Highway Department tarred cracks using 2500 lbs. of tar and 1100 lbs. of cold patch.  They also did shouldering and mowing.
Twardosz reported on a regional drill, new hazmet director, and check weather radios for tornado warnings.  The clean sweep was successful.  
Umnus indicated the Fire Department went out on 14 calls last month.  
Chamber of Commerce did not have a representative. 
Bills as of May 8, 2014:  Fettes made a motion to approve $122,780.60 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Lang seconded.  Motion carried. 
Approval of Financial Statement from April 2014:  Lang made a motion to approve April 2014 Financials; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.  
Annual Report by Western Racine County Health Department:  Cheryl Mazmanian, Director/Health Officer discussed the 2013 Annual Report.  One of the key components of public health is linking people with services.  Per capita cost for Town of Burlington in 2013 increased from $5.78 in 2012 to $6.34.  
Approval to commit to countywide Health Department: Fettes made a motion to commit to countywide Health Department; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval to hire the following Marine Officers: Ashley Woller, Jason Schielke, Johnnie Mielcarek, Heather Kaye, David Burkee, and Richard Von Drasek:  Fettes made a motion to hire Marine Officers Ashley Woller, Jason Schielke, Johnnie Mielcarek, Heather Kaye, David Burkee, and Richard Von Drasek; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Preventative Maintenance Agreement for 2014 with Southeastern Mechanical, Inc.:  Fettes made a motion to approve the Preventative Maintenance Agreement for 2014 with Southeastern Mechanical, Inc.; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of up to $580,000.00 to be spent on Bohners Lake Fire Station #2 with discussion of timeline and hiring architect:  Fettes made a motion to authorize Umnus and Baumeister to finalize contract with Kueny Architect and move forward with plans; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.  
Discussion on Karcher Road project and retaining wall concerns:  Discussion included:  

(1) Grading and seeding
(2) There are issues with the wall because the ground was frozen when it was installed.  The structural engineer has proposed deadman ties.
(3) The engineer, contractor, and landscaper have agreed the town will not pay for the fix.
(4) Once the wall is structurally sound, then the aesthetics will be addressed.
There have been concerns raised by the neighbors which include the length of time this project has taken; and a blind spot coming off Pheasant Run which should be alleviated by a ditch in front of the wall. 
Approval of contract with Newtek for credit card payments to the town:  Lang made a motion to approve a contract with Newtek for credit card payments; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
