June 12, 2014
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:42 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments.
Boy Scout Troop seeking approval for flag raising ceremony at town hall July 4, 2014:  Isaacson made a motion to approve the flag raising ceremony at town hall July 4, 2014 as in previous years; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from May 8, 2014; Board of Review Meeting from May 13, 2014; and Special Town Board Meeting from May 22, 2014:  Fettes made a motion to approve minutes from May 8, 2014; Board of Review Meeting from May 13, 2014; and Special Town Board Meeting from May 22, 2014; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Boehm questioned if Sgt. Mattke was aware of the problems with vandals on Lakeshore Drive destroying mailboxes, light poles, etc.
Sgt. Mattke presented the Town of Burlington May 2014 Activity Report from the sheriff’s office.  
Chief Sevick worked with the new Water Patrol people over Memorial Day weekend.  The lakes will get busier as the weather warms up.

Twardosz reported the town had minimal damage during the storm May 12, 2014.  He also was involved with a railroad response team.
Chief Umnus reported that the Fire Department went out on 9 calls in May.  The May 12, 2014 storm caused downed power lines and accidents.  There is a new sign at Fire Station #1 donated for Jack Uhlenhake.  The Eagle Scout project at Fire Station #3 is complete and there will be a dedication ceremony July 4, 2014 at 10:00 a.m.
Baumeister reported for Goldschmidt that the Highway Department is shouldering, mowing and spraying.  They are also mowing at the Burlington Cemetery.

Baumeister also reported that April’s Clean Sweep saw less Town of Burlington participants than in 2013.  This year’s grant share was $2100 for the town in comparison to $5000 in 2013.

Chamber of Commerce had no representative present.

The reconfiguration will also cut

       back on the two piers frontage on the lake.  Water Patrol Chief Sevick indicated that the piers

       won’t affect the shore zone due to the sweep in that corner.  Chief Sevick is concerned this will 

       open the door for others to want their piers out further into the lake.
