July 10, 2014
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Rick Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  James Madden, 7660 McHenry Street, has noticed there is construction work being done without permits in the town.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from June 12, 2014; and Special Town Board Meeting from June 16, 2014:  Lang made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from June 12, 2014; and Special Town Board Meeting from June 16, 2014; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Boehm indicated that the weed cutting on Bohners Lake will be starting.
Lang drove past Karcher Road and feels progress has been made.
Sgt. Mattke presented the Town of Burlington June 2014 Activity Report from the sheriff’s office.  He reminded people to lock their vehicles.  
Chief Sevick feels weather and gas prices are contributing factors to the slower than normal boating activity on the lakes. Marine Officer Patrick Kahabka was also present.
Twardosz reported that there will be an Emergency Mutual Aid group meeting at the town hall July 16, 2014.
Goldschmidt indicated that Schaal Road, Landre Court, and Murphy Avenue have been paved.  Shouldering has started.  He also noted that salt prices are up $8.85 per ton to $69.20/ton for the 2014/2015 plowing season.
Chief Umnus reported that the Fire Department went out on 10 calls in June.  He wanted to remind everyone that the Pancake Breakfast is August 3, 2014.
Baumeister gave an update on the work on Karcher Road.  The tie backs are done.  They are in the process of grading and hauling away the excess dirt.  They are ¼ done with the top of the fence and will start placing rocks on Monday.  Depending on the weather they hope to finish by the end of next week.  Tim Lynch, engineer, reported to Baumeister that he is not happy with the top of the fence.  More works need to be done. 
Chamber of Commerce reported Sidewalk Sales/Maxwell Street Days are July 25 and July 26, 2014.   
Bills as of July 10, 2014: Lang made a motion to approve $183,570.75 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.
Approval of June 2014 Financials:  Lang made a motion to approve June 2014 Financials; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
Pier Permit for Lakeview Landing pier reconfiguration:  Issacson made a motion to approve the Pier Permit for Lakeview Landing; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.  It was noted that any permit so issued which is contrary to any law or ordinance, or rule or regulation of the DNR, or with which the applicant has not complied, shall be void and of no effect.
Pier Permit for Joe Trezzo, 30625 Cedar Drive:  Isaacson made a motion to approve the Pier Permit for Joe Trezzo, 30625 Cedar Drive; Fettes seconded.  Lang opposed.  Motion carried.  Lang opposed because he felt this should be a variance.
Road Closing Request for Shore Drive, (Mound Drive to next road and all of beach lot), August 16, 2014 from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 a.m. August 17, 2014 Annual Cedar Park Pig Roast:  Boehm made a motion to approve a Road Closing Request for Shore Drive, (Mound Drive to next road and all of beach lot), August 16, 2014 from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 a.m. August 17, 2014 Annual Cedar Park Pig Roast; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Temporary Class “B” Beer License for August 16, 2014 Annual Cedar Park Pig Roast:  Fettes made a motion to approve a Temporary Class “B” Beer License for August 16, 2014 Annual Cedar Park Pig Roast; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Award contract for trash/recycling collection for 2015:  Jason Johnson, Advance Disposal, went through his proposal and what he felt was aggressive pricing.  Highlights included recycling pick up every other week and once a year for e-waste and bulk items.  

Fettes made a motion to award the town’s trash/recycling contract starting January 1, 2015 for 5 years to ASDA – pricing $14.25/month per resident with a $25.00 fee for TV pickup; Lang seconded.  Motion carried. 
Phil Peterson, 1322 S. Teut Road, commented that he has not heard any complaints about ASDA and people are happy with their service.
Approve cost of addition/remodel or new construction of Fire Station #2 at 7211 McHenry Street: The estimated cost of addition/remodel of Fire Station #2 is $580,000.00 with a contingency of $58,055.00.  New construction is estimated at $918,320.00, (see attached).

Fettes made a motion to approve an addition /remodel of Fire Station #2 at 7211 McHenry Street not to exceed $585,000.00; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried. 
Budget Resolution No. 2014-2 to transfer $50,000 to the Fire Equipment Fund – Designated; transfer $10,000 to the Revaluation Fund – Designated; and transfer $4,000 to Retirement Savings – Designated:  Fettes made a motion to approve Budget Resolution No. 2014-2; Lang seconded.  Motion carried. 
Deny claim for Christina M. Dahlman:  Baumeister read the claim into the record, (see attached claim).  Lang made a motion to deny claim for Christina M. Dahlman; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried. 
Approve Lake Pier Resolution 11.20-2014:  Lang made a motion to approve Lake Pier Resolution 11.20-2014; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Approve Pier Permit: Boehm made a motion to approve the Pier Permit; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Amend and recreate Ordinance No. 11.20 Wharves and Piers:  Lang made a motion to amend and recreate Ordinance No. 11.20 Wharves and Piers; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Adjourn:  Lang made a motion to adjourn at 7:22 p.m.; Fettes seconded. Motion carried.
