Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from July 10, 2014; Special Town Board Meeting and Board of Review from July 30, 2014:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from July 10, 2014; Special Town Board Meeting and Board of Review Meeting from July 30, 2014; Lang seconded.  Lang abstained.  Motion carried.
Approval of Planning & Zoning Committee recommendations:
Review of plans for Fire Station #2, 7211 McHenry Street:  No recommendations were made.
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of 
Commerce:

Rice reported that the town is receiving daily reports on progress on the Karcher Road project.
Boehm indicated that the Karcher Road work looks nice.  She also commented that the restaurant at 7305 McHenry Street has sold.
Sgt. Mattke presented the Town of Burlington July 2014 Activity Report from the sheriff’s office.  Goldschmidt indicated that the Highway Department used 125 tons of gravel to shoulder; completed the 2nd pass on mowing ditches; and Racine County is striping the town roads that were paved.
Chief Umnus gave the Fire Department call report for July.  He indicated that 1065 people were served at the Pancake Breakfast August 3, 2014.

Isaacson made a motion to approve the Agreement for Public Health Services Between the Central Racine County Board of Health and the Town of Burlington; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Ordinance No. 8.01 Health Department:  Margaret Gessner explained that this ordinance is identical for each municipality participating.  Lang made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 8.01 Health Department; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Appoint Sara Swanson Election Inspector for term ending December 31, 2015:  Fettes made a motion to approve Sara Swanson as Election Inspector for term ending December 31, 2015; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Approve Burlington Cemetery Agreement:  The agreement is not ready at this time.
Appoint Ric Isaacson to Cemetery Association Board:  Lang made a motion to appoint Ric Isaacson to Cemetery Association Board; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval to replace 2 doors on Highway Department building:  This was tabled until we receive more bids.
Approval of maintenance on property at 32316 Bushnell Road: This was tabled until we receive more bids.
