Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:44 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Ric Isaacson, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice. 
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  There were none. 

County Executive Jonathon Delagrave:  Delagrave was unable to attend.
Petitions from Teut Road property owners: Tom Tess, 2264 S. Teut Road, read petition.
Baumeister explained that the town is working with the city on a joint agreement.  The town will schedule to do our portion of Teut Road in 2016 and the city will schedule their portion in 2017.

Viki View Peterson, 1322 S. Teut Road, indicated in her opinion the portion of Teut Road from approximately Hwy. 36 to WalMart should be completed first due to safety concerns.
Approval of P&Z Recommendations:

Rezone for owners and petitioners Joseph/Gail Ketterhagen, 5741 Brever Road, Burlington, WI; tax key#002-02-19-04-010-010, 5741 Brever Road, Burlington:  The Planning & Zoning Committee recommended approval of the rezone.

Fettes made a motion to approve the P&Z recommendation to approve the rezone for owners and petitioners Joseph/Gail Ketterhagen, 5741 Brever Road, Burlington, WI; tax key#002-02-19-04-010-010, 5741 Brever Road, Burlington; Issacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from April 9, 2015; and Special Town Board Meeting from April 13, 2015:  Boehm made a motion to approve minutes for Town Board Meeting from April 9, 2015; and Special Town Board Meeting from April 13, 2015; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Rice indicated that he and Baumeister attended the WTA meeting.  Topics included ordinances all towns should have and IOH.  Rice said dates to remember are the Board of Review May 20, 2015 and The Browns Lake Advisory Committee meeting May 30, 2015. 
Issacson reported that the Clean Sweep in April was well attended.  Baumeister, Fettes, Twardosz and Isaacson worked at the Clean Sweep.
Sgt. Mattke presented the Racine County Sheriff’s Town of Burlington April 2015 Activity Report.
Chief Sevick indicated that between medicine collections at the Clean Sweep and at our drop box outside the Police Department, he will be taking about 100# of prescription drugs to a specified collection site.
Goldschmidt reported the Highway Department laid 75 tons gravel and 3.2 tons of patch; added sand at the town’s beach; brushed; replaced drain at Fire Station #3; and completed restoration work at the town’s rental property.  He also indicated the 2004 F450 truck had the oil pan replaced and the transmission also needs to be replaced.  The cost for both is estimated at $6000.    
Twardosz attended the SE Emergency Management Meeting.  The CNN Railroad will conduct training for any emergencies that might occur from railroad shipments of the highly volatile Bakken crude oil through our area.
Baumeister reported for Chief Umnus that the architect is still working on plan changes for Fire Station #2 and revised plans will hopefully be sent out for bid again in the near future.
Boehm commented that Ollie’s is open 6 days a week and has been busy.
Chamber of Commerce had no representation.
