Sgt. Mattke presented the Town of Burlington May 2015 Activity Report from the sheriff’s office.  
Hwy. Foreman Goldschmidt reported that the Highway Department put down 10 tons of shoulder gravel; 2000 lbs. of patch; finished roadside mowing; chipped 2 loads of brush; and park mowing is ongoing.
Twardosz attended a meeting on transporting crude oil May 18, 2015; and a hazard mitigation meeting on June 2, 2015.  On June 25, 2015 Racine County will present a session on transporting crude oil.   
Chief Umnus reported that the Fire Department went out on 17 calls in May.  The plans for the Bohners Lake Fire Station were finalized at a meeting earlier this evening.  The request for bids should go out in 2 to 3 weeks.  The hope is to have the station completed by February 2016.
