September 10, 2015
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Ric Isaacson, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  Tyson Fettes was absent.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments.
Racine County Executive Delagrave:   Racine County Executive Delagrave commented on his initiatives in mental health, work force readiness to help lower the unemployment rate, and partnering with municipalities where his help is needed.  He further stated that for the fifth year in a row there will be no increase in the 2016 budget, and borrowing will be only 4.2 million.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from August 13, 2015: Lang made a motion to approve minutes from Town Board Meeting from August 13, 2015; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Boehm commented that until the recent upswing there hadn’t been home sales in years on Lakeshore Drive.
Lang will be attending the Fox River Committee meeting September 11, 2015. 
Deputy Connelly presented the Town of Burlington August 2015 Activity Report from the sheriff’s office.  He noted there were five burglaries in August. 
Chief Sevick indicated that in October there will be another medication take-back day.  He will take the meditations from the drop box and take them to Waukesha. Marine Chief Kahabka reported that a boat cover is needed for the boat used on Browns Lake patrol on the hot days.  The boat used on Bohners Lake has a “soft spot” and needs work. 
Hwy. Foreman Larson reported that the paving work is done and under budget.  The Highway Department finished shouldering, and the lines will be painted soon.  The seal coating has also been completed.
Twardosz reported that on August 18, 2015 three tornadoes went through the area. 
Chief Umnus reported that the Fire Department went out on 8 calls in August.  

Chamber of Commerce representative Melissa Frost let everyone know the Greater Chocolate City Golf Outing will be September 15, 2015 and on September 24, 2015 Merrill Lynch will host Business After Hours.
Bills as of September 10, 2015: Isaacson made a motion to approve $307,009.15 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Boehm seconded. Motion carried.

Approval of Budget Resolution No. 2015-1 to transfer $50,000.00 to the Fire Department Fund – Designated; $50,000.00 to the Highway Vehicle Fund; $10,000.00 to the Revaluation Fund – Designated; $4,000 to the Retirement Savings – Designated; and $25,000 to the Bridge Replacement Savings:  Lang made a motion to approve Budget Resolution No. 2015-1; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Class “C” Wine License for Sassy’s Café, 7850 McHenry Street, Burlington:  Boehm made a motion to approve a Class “C” Wine License for Sassy’s Café, 7850 McHenry Street, Burlington; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Fire Station #2 bids:  Discussion followed on the five bids received.  Lang made a motion to schedule a Town Meeting on October 8, 2015 at 6:30 p.m. before the Town Board Meeting for the purpose of potentially approving additional monies for the remodel/addition at Fire Station #2; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried. 
Approval of Resolution No. 2015-4 to Initiate the Process for Discontinuing a Part of Caldwell Drive in the Town of Burlington, Racine County, Wisconsin: Attorney Wanasek indicated that doing this vacation will not land lock any parcels and asked that the board approve this resolution to start the process.  Isaacson made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2015-4 to Initiate the Process for Discontinuing a Part of Caldwell Drive in the Town of Burlington, Racine County, Wisconsin; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Intent to Offer Dental Form:  Baumeister explained that state health insurance plan for dental insurance has changed.  She presented a chart indicating that it will be more cost effective to have health plans include the new dental plan.  Lang made a motion to approve the Intent to Offer Dental form; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
