Planning & Zoning Meeting

Chairman Rice called the meeting to order at 6:52 p.m.
Roll Call:  Present were Joe Ketterhagen, Phil Peterson, George Bieneman, John Anderson, and Chairman Rice.  Phil Ketterhagen and Jim Luedeke were absent.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Deputy Clerk verified meeting was posted.

Approval of P&Z Meeting Minutes from June 11, 2015:  Bieneman made a motion to approve the June 11, 2015 P&Z Meeting Minutes; Joe Ketterhagen seconded.  Motion carried.
Land Use Plan Amendment from current designation Industrial and Primary Environmental Corridor to Commercial and Primary Environmental for The Landing Group, W212 Spring Prairie Road, Burlington; tax key #002 03 19 30 009 000; property address 3640 Bieneman Road:  
Rezone from M-2 General to B-3 Commercial Service for The Landing Group, W212 Spring Prairie Road, Burlington; tax key #002 03 19 30 009 000; property address 3640 Bieneman Road:

Joe Ketterhagen recused himself from the following proceedings because of his involvement with the project.

Town Engineer Tim Lynch explained the applicant is proposing to utilize the existing barn for weddings and special events and operate an existing landscaping business at the property.  In his memo dated September 30, 2015 he recommends approval of the rezone, land use amendment, and conditional use request.  A site plan, grading plan, erosion control plan, and lighting plan should be submitted by a registered engineer prior to construction of the proposed parking lot and/or buildings. 

Attorney Theodore Johnson representing the Landing Group, LLC, (Tim and Renae Richter), reiterated that this property would be utilized for a banquet facility, landscape business, and eventually a coffee shop. Speaking to the rezone request Attorney Johnson indicated that B3 would be a better fit in the area.  His clients want to keep the rustic, rural setting.  They will keep the music inside, and insulate the barn so the neighbors won’t be disturbed.
Concerns from neighbors at the meeting included noise and the extra traffic on a road that is already falling apart.  A letter from Frank Cannella, 2705 Bieneman Road, (attached), was read with his noise concerns.

A positive comment was that the property in question needs to be cleaned up, so the proposed plan will be an asset.

Peterson wants to see a site plan to put concerns of neighbors to rest.

Lang verified (1) the landscaping company is being moved from Spring Prairie; and (2) when building the parking lot as much grass as possible will remain.
Bieneman wants a drainage plan for runoff from property to river.
Phil Peterson made a motion to approve the Land Use Plan Amendment; the Rezone from M-2 to B-3; and Conditional Use for The Landing Group, W212 Spring Prairie Road, Burlington; tax key #002 03 19 30 009 000; property address 3640 Bieneman Road contingent upon bringing back to a Planning & Zoning Committee Meeting the site plan, grading plan, erosion control plan, and lighting plan per Lynch recommendation; and a landscaping plan to address noise abatement; Anderson seconded.  Motion carried.
