Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 7:48 p.m.

Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting on September 10, 2015:  Isaacson made a motion to approve the Town Board Meeting Minutes from September 10, 2015; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Planning & Zoning recommendations:

Motion carried.  
Approval of Fire Station #3 bid for remodel/addition:  Fettes wants to investigate building an entirely new fire station because of the high cost of the remodel/addition.
Fire Chief Umnus commented that building from scratch would add the cost of demolition of the old building and another redesign.  By next year the building costs could also increase.
Architect Wallenkamp brought examples of how much higher the cost of a new building would be.

Lang made a motion to award the Fire Station #2 bid for $618,055.00 to Scherrer, contingent upon the Fire Department paying for radiant heat tubing; Rice seconded.  Rice, Lang, Issacson, and Boehm voted for the motion; Fettes voted against.  Motion carried.
Issacson made a motion to spend up to $865,000.00 in total for Fire Station #2 project; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Lang attended the Fox River Meeting on September 11, 2015.

Sgt. Mattke presented the Town of Burlington September 2015 Activity Report from the sheriff’s office. He also reported that he attended a Hwy. 83/Bypass intersection meeting held with city and town personnel.
Chief Sevick will transport the drugs collected from our drop-off box to Waukesha.

Hwy. Supervisor Larson reported Fishman Road has been seal coated.  The Highway Department has fixed all the washouts from the heavy rain we received.

Fire Chief Umnus reported the Fire Department had ten calls in September including the accident on Hwy.83/Bypass intersection.
