Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:55 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  Ric Isaacson was absent. 
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting December 10, 2015:  Fettes made a motion to approve the minutes for Town Board Meeting December 10, 2015; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Planning & Zoning recommendations:  Fettes made a motion to approve the Planning & Zoning Committee recommendation for The Landing Group, W212 Spring Prairie Road, Burlington; tax key #002 03 19 30 009 000; property address 3640 Bieneman Road, Burlington; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:

Boehm reported the contractor was ready to pour walls at the Bohners Lake Fire Station.

Lang attended the Fox River Commission meeting where he learned Waukesha’s application to receive water from/and return to Lake Michigan will be reviewed by all the states bordering the Great Lakes.  He also attended a multijurisdictional transportation committee meeting.  This committee will lay the ground work for changes in land use review starting in 2019 and does not pertain to the town.
Hwy. Supervisor Larson and the Highway Dept. have been pushing lots of snow.  There have been no major truck repairs.
Twardosz reported mapping of the Fox River to the state line that will give a virtual look at the river given different water levels.  He also reported there will be a state emergency planning meeting on February 2nd which is continuing training in government in emergency.  
Fire Chief Umnus reported the Fire Department had twelve calls in in December.  He also updated the town on the 1330 rescue calls in 2015 of which 1/3 were for the town.

The contractor is finishing the concrete work for foundations and footings at the Bohners Lake Fire Station.  As of yet we do not know when the metal will be delivered.  
Chamber of Commerce did not have a representative at this meeting.
Bills as of January 14, 2016:  Lang made a motion to approve $141,195.32 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.  
Approval of December 2015 Financials: Fettes made a motion to approve December 2015 Financials; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.  
Discussion of town roads policies:  Possible elements to a road policy were discussed such as a road bond for each individual project; and working with bordering municipalities.
Approval of Heavy Traffic Permit for Richard Braatz, 32900 Karcher Road:  Lang made a motion to approve a Heavy Traffic Permit for Richard Braatz, 32900 Karcher Road; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
