Planning & Zoning Meeting

Chairman Rice called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Roll Call:  Present were Joe Ketterhagen, Phil Peterson, George Bieneman, Jim Luedeke, John Anderson and Chairman Rice.  Phil Ketterhagen was absent. 
At this time there was a color guard presentation from two cub scouts.

Verify posting of meeting:  Deputy Clerk verified meeting was posted.

Approval of P&Z Meeting Minutes from January 14, 2016:  Bieneman made a motion to approve the January 14, 2016 P&Z Meeting Minutes; Peterson seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Land Use Plan Waiver for owner/petitioner Browns Lake Sanitary District; 32288 Bushnell Road, Burlington; parcel #002-03-19-34-042-000:

Approval of Rezone for owner/petitioner Browns Lake Sanitary District; 32288 Bushnell Road, Burlington; parcel #002-03-19-34-042-000:

Approval of Conditional Use for owner/petitioner Browns Lake Sanitary District; 32288 Bushnell Road, Burlington; parcel #002-03-19-34-042-000:

Rice introduced Kurt Petrie, President of the Browns Lake Sanitary District.  Petrie explained the BLSD weed cutting operation, (total width of cutter 48’), its current storage location, and needs.  He further explained how the plan impacts the parcel in question: (1) the areas landscape will be preserved, (floodplain, 75’ setback, and environmental corridor); (2) storage for weed cutters; and (3) the current BLSD building across the street will be sold in the future and a new facility built on this parcel.
Engineer Lynch reviewed his memo dated February 3, 2016.  He also stated there are no other sites open for this project.  
Discussion followed.  Resident concerns included but were not limited to the following:  (1) loss of the taxes to the town; (2) decrease in property values; (3) safety; (4) unsightly equipment; (5) noise; and (6) environmental issues due to maintenance by lake.

Those in favor sited the following:  (1) the weed cutting operation is essential to the upkeep of the lake; (2) this is already zoned business and the BLSD operation supports all lake residents; (3) this access to the lake by the cutters offers the least impact; and (4) BLSD will be a “good neighbor”.
Baumeister read a letter from Mary Betzig’s son, 4325 Marine Drive, opposing the plan.

Peterson made a motion to approve the Land Use Plan Waiver; Rezone; and Conditional Use for owner/petitioner Browns Lake Sanitary District; 32288 Bushnell Road, Burlington; parcel #002-03-19-34-042-000 including the recommendations of Engineer Lynch’s memo dated February 3, 2016; Anderson seconded.  Motion carried.  
Adjourn:  Anderson made a motion to adjourn at 7:25 p.m.; Bieneman seconded.  Motion carried.
