March 10, 2016
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Ric Isaacson, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments.
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting February 11, 2016:  Boehm made a motion to approve the minutes for Town Board Meeting February 11, 2016; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:

Isaacson reported on the Burlington Cemetery Board Meeting he attended.  Ellen Hanson, daughter of the late Earl Vorpagel, indicated that the estate of Earl Vorpagel will fund a project to replace all the signage at the cemetery.  She is also going to apply for a grant to refurbish the chapel.  This would be a 50% grant, and the other 50% would be donations.

Boehm reported that wards 8-11 voting on April 5, 2016 will be held at the Bohners Lake Fire Station.

Lang attended the Fox River Commission Meeting, and Board of Review Training at the WTA 2016 District Meeting.  He noted an issue with culverts and a religious waiver to building codes were also discussed at the WTA Meeting. 
Hwy. Foreman Larson and the Hwy. Dept. cleaned up branches after the strong winds, patched, and did maintenance on the trucks.    

Sgt. Mattke presented the Town of Burlington February 2016 Activity Report from the sheriff’s office.

Chief Umnus reported the Fire Department had 9 calls in February.  He also gave an update on the remodel/construction at the Bohners Lake Fire Station.  The steel is scheduled to be in the last week of March.  Due to the election on April 5th, it will not be delivered to the site until April 6th.   Until then prep work will be done including moving the existing entrance over and pouring a sidewalk for the election.  Once the construction starts April 6th the addition will go up quickly. 
Chamber of Commerce representative Melissa Frost reminded everyone about the Home and Garden Show at BHS Saturday, March 12th from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  There will also be a Business After Hours at the Waterfront, March 24th from 5:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.
Bills as of March 10, 2016:  Isaacson made a motion to approve $305,772.71 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.  
Approval of February 2016 Financials: Lang made a motion to approve February 2016 Financials; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried. 
Drainage issue at 8104 Park Street:  Ray Emerick, 8104 Park Street, asked for the town’s participation in moving the existing drain tile on his property and possibly making it larger.
Highway Foreman Larson will work with the homeowners to try and come up with a solution to their drainage issue.  

Lang was concerned about spending town money on project unless absolutely necessary.  He suggested Emerick contact Racine County Planning and Zoning.

Isaacson made a motion to table until the April Town Board Meeting at which time other solutions may be presented for consideration; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.

Approval of Budget Resolution No. 2016-2to transfer $300,000.00 from LGIP designated fire department fund into the general account:  Lang made a motion to approve Budget Resolution No. 2016-2to transfer $300,000.00 from LGIP designated fire department fund into the general account; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Intergovernmental Agreement between Town of Burlington and City of Burlington regarding Alternative Road Bid #1, (Spring Brook Drive):  Additional wording for the agreement has not yet been received from Town Attorney Ludwig.  Lang made a motion to table this until the wording is received; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
Appoint Larry Rouce and Joyce Rouce, 8310 Schaal Road, as election inspectors for term ending December 31, 2017:  Fettes made a motion to appoint Larry Rouce and Joyce Rouce, 8310 Schaal Road, as election inspectors for term ending December 31, 2017; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
