Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:46 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Tyson Fettes, Ric Isaacson, Joan Boehm, and Ralph Rice.  Jeff Lang attended via phone.
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments:  Viki View Peterson, 1322 S. Teut Road, commented on Lydia’s Law regarding legalization of cannabidiol oil for epilepsy treatment.  She suggested that Representative Vos, who is present tonight, look into passing a law to legalize marijuana research instead of trying to pass further legislation to overcome obstacles still in the way of Lydia’s Law, such as not being able to make cannabidiol oil in Wisconsin or purchase it in other states and bring it to Wisconsin.
Margaret Gesner update on Central Health Department: Gesner presented 2015 Annual Report Highlights from Central Racine County Health Department.  Some points she brought up were: (1) all participating municipalities are now voting members; (2) Central Health Department was recertified as a Level II Health Department in 2015; and (3) 39% of their budget comes from participating municipalities.
Legislative update from Robin Vos:  Representative Vos reviewed the items on the Local Government Reforms 2015-2016 Legislative Session.

Approve Town of Burlington Park Agreement between the Lynzay Legois Free Water Skiing Club and Town of Burlington:  The Lynzay Legois Free Water Skiing Club has been providing lessons under the Browns Lake Water Ski Club Petition.  They decided to draw up their own agreement with the Town of Burlington.  Fettes made a motion to approve Town of Burlington Park Agreement between the Lynzay Legois Free Water Skiing Club and Town of Burlington contingent upon: (1) Lynzay Legois Free Water Skiing Club follow all Browns Lake rules except the club can move the buoy line closer to shore and 3 skiers will be allowed behind boat instead of two; (2) the town receive a signed copy of their agreement with Racine County; and (3) the town receive a copy of their insurance naming the Town of Burlington as additional insured; Isaacson seconded.
