July 14, 2016
Town Board Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Rice at 6:30 p.m.

Roll call:  Present were Ric Isaacson, Tyson Fettes, Joan Boehm, Jeff Lang, and Ralph Rice.  
Verify posting of meeting:  Posting verified by Deputy Clerk.
Citizen Comments: Eric Weis, 2815 Knollcrest, stated that the Browns Lake Advisory Committee recommended allowing skiing on Browns Lake prior to 6:00 a.m.  This will be placed on the August agenda. 
Approval of minutes for Town Board Meeting from June 9, 2016: Fettes made a motion to approve minutes from June 9, 2016; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
Reports from Town Chairman; Town Supervisors; Department Managers; and Chamber of Commerce:
Rice reported a joint Town of Burlington and City of Burlington letter will be sent to the DOT regarding safety concerns on the bypass at Pine Street.

Fettes met with Mayor Hefty regarding the relationship between the city and the town.

Boehm reported the Bohners Lake Fire Station project is moving along.
Lang is now a full pledged member of the SE Fox River Commission.  An issue they are addressing is the drawdown of Fox River in Waterford.
Sgt. Mattke presented the Town of Burlington June 2016 Activity Report from the sheriff’s office.  He also discussed the many thefts they are experiencing.
Chief Sevick indicated the next Drug Take Back Day will be October 22nd.  He should transport about 100 lbs. of medications.
Mike Nolan reported the Highway Dept. is finished the first round of mowing, spraying around signs, cutting limbs and brush, removing beaver dams that caused road flooding, and shouldering on Crossway Road since paving there has been completed.
Chief Umnus reported the Fire Department went out on 4 calls in June.  The work on remodeling the old portion of the Bohners Lake Fire Station continues and all should be complete by the end of July.
Baumeister reported there will be a groundbreaking ceremony for the LaBadie dental office July 18th.
Chamber of Commerce did not have a representative present.
Bills as of July 14, 2016:  Isaacson made a motion to approve $334,908.92 in prepaid and unpaid invoices; Lang seconded. Motion carried.
Approval of June 2016 Financials:  Lang made a motion to approve June 2016 Financials; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Old Business: 
a. Approval to build metal building at 8526 Fish Hatchery Road:  Jeffrey Kojis brought signatures from adjoining neighbors indicating they were fine with the proposed metal building as requested by the board at the last meeting.  Fettes commented the metal building was a good fit for the neighborhood.  Fettes made a motion to approve the metal building at 8526 Fish Hatchery Road; Boehm seconded.  Rice, Boehm, Fettes and Isaacson were in favor; Lang opposed.  Motion carried.  The existing ordinance will be reviewed at the August meeting.
b. Approval to amend and recreate Title No. 16 – Land Division:  This was tabled.
c. Chickens in residential area:  Fettes made a motion to table this until a proposal from a board member is made; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Approval of Temporary Class “B” License for the Browns Lake Water Ski Club, Inc., at Fischer Park on August 20, 2016 from 4:00 p.m. – 9:30 p.m.:  This is an alumni reunion and security has been arranged.  Fettes made a motion to approve Temporary Class “B” License for the Browns Lake Water Ski Club, Inc., at Fischer Park on August 20, 2016 from 4:00 p.m. – 9:30 p.m.; Isaacson seconded.  Motion carried.
Purchase bucket truck for Highway Dept.:  Fettes made a motion to approve Larson and Baumeister  researching and purchasing a bucket truck for up to $30,000.00; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Lang made a motion to approve the 
MOU for Emergency Management:  Lang made a motion to approve the MOU for Emergency Management; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.
Suction weed harvesting for Bohners Lake:  Fettes made a motion to have Lang and Baumeister work with the Bohners Lake Sanitary District and bring back a new proposal for the 2017 budget; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Fire Station payment #4 and change orders:  Fettes made a motion to approve Fire Station payment #4 and change order #3; Boehm seconded.  Motion carried.
Appoint Diane Baumeister as Treasurer:  Isaacson made a motion to appoint Baumeister for a three year term as Treasurer; Boehm seconded.  Fettes abstained.  Motion carried.
Drainage problem at Lakeshore and Park Street:  Fettes made a motion to approve $6300.00 to correct the drainage and $1200.00 for tree removal per Larson’s recommendation; Lang seconded.  Motion carried.
Easement change at 8104 Park Street:  Lang made a motion to approve the builder starting the process/paperwork to change the easement at 8104 Park Street; Fettes seconded.  Motion carried.

Parking concerns at FS#2:  To address concerns about lack of parking at FS#2 during elections, Lang contacted the neighbor across the street on Fish Hatchery, (Paul Tackett), and has received permission for the poll workers to park there.
